The
storage of the mind does not conflict
with but conforms to this instruc-
tion. When an exigency arises, if
the mind has been cultured and
stored with truth, the Spirit cf
Truth has a more capable executive-throug-

whom to operate. The
same injunction regarding l

preparation was reiterated through
the Prophet Joseph Smith, but the
latter also said that the mind of man
should engage in active contempla-
tion until using a figurative ex-

pressionit becomes as "broad as
eternity."

But how, it may be asked, can
man's mentality be thus compared?
By grasping tho laws ol God and
truth, which arc eternal and oper-
ate everywhere. For instance, jus-
tice, mercy and economy have no
beginning nor cnd,beingcontinuous.
If tlie mind follows them in their
operations It stretches into eternity.
These are fixed, unchangeable and
inflexible laws, and are "independ-
ent in tho spheres In which God has
placed them to act" for
When this becomes clear to the
mind how plain must it appear that
none of their conditions can be en-

croached upon with lmuuity. This
understanding leads to the further
comprehension of the fact that God
cannot possibly be unjust.

According to this view of the
laws which govern the universe of

Light cleaveth unto light, intelli-
gence to Intelligence, aud truth to
truth. In this statement appears to
be coruprL-e- a ke to spiritual pro-

gress. An effort on the part of an
intelligent spirit to grasp tho truth
is responded to by the Spirit of
Truth, by which tlie mind Is quick-
ened. With this inspirational as-

sistance the subject under contem-
plation is grasped. Thus truth Is
planted in the humau mind. Other
truth, having an allluity for that
already there, seeks a lodgment
beside it and gains admittance. Thus
spiritual enlargement becomes a
natural growth, being governed by
law.

municated article on the two great
political parties. This, however, is
trhlrtlyhlstorical. will give to

those w ho have net studied the sub-

ject some iusight into the origin of

the Republican party, and tlie
principal diitinction between it aud
the Democratic tarty.

There are only two points in tlie
article which w e think necessary to

comment upon. One is the state-

ment that while the Democratic
party holds that Congress possesses
no power except that which the
States have delegated to it, the
Republican party claims Hint the
States possess no powers except
those given to them by Congress.

The other is, that "Iu the Houtoof
Representatives each member Is
elected by a constituency Irrespec-
tive of Statu boundaries." Beth of

these we regard as erroneous.

, The Republican party certainly
cannot claim that tlie States possess

no lowers but those gained from
Congress, because thirteen of the
Stales existed before theru was auy
Congress. Wo think tho Republi-

can idea Is expressed too broadly.

The Republican party has nut yet
repudiated the Constitution. Ithas
only interpreted its provisions to
tavora centralization of power iu
the Federal Government. The Re-

publican juJges of the Supreme
Court of the United States have
been quite as ready, in most In-

stances, to recognize, within certain
limit, the doctrine of State rights as
hae the Democratic judges. And
the right of the people in each com-

monwealth to form their orn con-

stitution, and proceed iu their own
v, ay to organize and obtain ndiuis-bio- u

into the Union, has been con-

ceded by tlie Republicans, particu-
larly of late years, if anything more
cordially than by the Democrats.

Prominent Democratic Senators
and Representatives have recently
argued that Territories could not

hold eonventlons and frame Statu
Constitutions without an enabling
act from Congress. And, strange to

sjy, the Republicans have disiftited

the proposition and affirmed the
right of the people to do all this
without any action by Cougrew.

Tub shows that they do not hold
the view on this subject which is
conveyed in the article under dis-

cussion.
Kvery member of the house of

Representatives is elected from an
election district of some individual
and Iqdepeudent State-- . There' are
no election districts outside of Slate
boundaries. There is no election
district, sending a Representative
to Congres- -, which is ruiutioswl
of parts of different States. Neither
Montana nor Idaho esses, enough
population to make up tlie full
number cf a Representative election
district, yet each will send one
member to the loner House, aud
each election district will lie includ-
ed in and comprised by Statebouuu-arie-

Therefore thu statement to

tlie contrary is a mistake.
With these exceptions the article

contains subject nutter of proflt,uud
we recommend it to the attention of
our jouugiopie who are investi-
gating the lioliticat history and doc-

trines of our common country.

from ths secular law. In other

the article is worthy of strung
commendation. The Timet says:

"The second expedition of Colum-

bus to the now world was furnished
forth in part w ith funds gained by tho
wholesale confiscation of property be-

longing to Jews who were banished
from Castile by Leon. Maukind's
senso of justice condemns justly this
robbery of a race whoso only
offense was a rigid adherence
to tne religious belief and prac-
tice of the fathers. Yet at
the clone of tho fifteenth century it
was thought no great crime to desjioil
men who denied the divinity of Christ
and held tenaciously to that ancient
faith w Iiich is the foundation of Chris-
tianity. Thus to havo robbed and ex-
patriated Ihn Jw U now regarded
n.th abhorrence as both im4.j!.tlc and
unjust. taon not consti-
tutional but an absolute monarchy.
All Christendom was Uirbarouslv set
a;raiiiz the descendants of the chosen
people, who persisted In denying the
divinity of Christ, ami it was then
thought no crime to deprive them of
their worldly possessions. We know
now that this, as all
legislation and despoliation, whether
practiced In England or on the conti-
nent; whether drastic or merclj

of those civil rights which
Jews hold in common w ith all reput-
able mankind, was a horrible invasion
of personal right. The civilization of
our own time reprobates It as cruel,
srcindalous. rapacious, unjustifiable,
atrocious. And so it was. Rat letns
seo how genuine Is our prepress in re-

ligious liberty.
"Despite the g'orious declaration of

relljions freedom conveyed In our
fundamental law, a declaration which
has been of Incalculable benefit not
only in building up tho republic but
also in assuring peace and order Trun-
in its augmenting territory, wo have
solemnly decreed the spoliation of a
rollgiotts sect. Their property is es-

cheated to tlus atate, and in certain
tcrriloncs they themselves, it Is

Never before In the history of the
United States has a project for the
confiscation of church property re-

ceived authoritative approval. With
reference to the Mormon tho safeguard
of he Federal Constitution,
in the constitution of more than thirty
States, is broken down, and all upon
the shabby pretense that the moral
senso of the age condemns polygamy.
So indeed it does. Hut the laws against
polygamy were sufficient to punish
those Mormons, not ten per cent of
thsenUro Bomber, frailly, of tho of-

fense. This ample provision docs not
content us. Animated by tho same
craft, the aame iniquitous intolerance
which in the fifteenth century ban-

ished the Jew from Spain and cornis-cat-

his goods to the State,wo pursue
the Mormon merely as a Mormon and
regardless of his practice or

polygamy. The Constitution
declare that Congress shall make no
law respecting an establishment
of religion or prohibiting tho
free exercise thereof. Truo or false
the Mormon religion has flourished
for forty years. It claims authority
from ou high, the original of all re-

ligions. For a pnrely secular purpose
ithas taught polygamy, aprarbcoof
David and Solomon, bnt polygamy
has been followed by only a small
percentage of its professors. Yet
Congreas approves of their wholesale
disfranchisement in Idaho, and the
Supreme Court, with the constitutional
provision before that tribunal that the
free exercise of religion shall not bo
prohibited, declares as constitutional
and valid a law of Congress dissolv-

ing tho charter of the Mormon Church
and confiscating all its property In
Utih save only such as may be used
Immediately and to a limited value for
religious purposes. That Is, in the
nineteenth century nnderan enlight-
ened Constitution guaranteeing re-

ligious freedom we do as to Mormons
what we condemn Ferdinand, as ab-

solute monarch, for having dono in
tho fifteenth century regarding Jens."

THE TWO iREAT PARTIES.

A few evenings since I read a
commuuicaticu from Prof. J. H.
Paul concerning the two grcaj:
political parties of our country. In
tliis communication he gave some
valuable information, and yet there
are a few ideas untouched by him
which it seems are worthy of con-

sideration. To bo well acquainted
with an individual, we must know
something of his history. Ry s.ich
knowledge w e shall be letter able to
perceive tho motives which under-
lie his actions and give imjiulsv to
tliem. So aLso with political parties.
Political creeds aud platforms are
but tho crystalizeil ideas of vast
masses of men who have, perhaps
long before, already discussed these
respective political principles.

Happily for the easy explanation
of this Mil , wc may add that,
so far as the changed circumstances
of our country admit, the republi-
can party of the present day very
much rescmble-- the federal Irty of
a hundred jcars ago. Wc may
thcrcfore-.fo- r purports of illustration,
speak of the political parties loth
then aud now as democratic and
niKililican.

Tlie original thirteen colonics in
their isolated iositioiis. in seme in-

stances Miiaiated by trackless for-
ests, as well as in the different con-
ditions of their settlement, had
much to lead each to look upon It-

self as a sovereign state--, the affairs
of which could lie Interfered with
by nothing except the vaguely

claim of the sovereigns from
whose dominions the colonists had
come. The hardy Knickerbockers
of New Netherlands (now New
York) had no idea of amalgamating
w ith the inhabitants of New

who spake another language
and believed another religion.
Neither was it to be expected that
the Quakers of Pennsylvania
would aOillato with the sturdy
Kpiscoiialiaus of Virginia, much less
with the Catholics of Maryland. In
a word,each of the colonics was set-

tled under conditions, either
or implied, that no other

colony nor all other colonies com-
bined iiad n right to interfere with
its internal affair'.

Tills was the the pith, the
marrow of democracy. This was
tlie idea that permeated society
when the colonist formed their first
"Articles of Confederation." Tho
tecond article of that instrument
expressly declared ".Each State re-

tains its sovereignty, freedom nnd
independence, nnd every power,
jurisdiction and right which is not
by this confederation expressly dele-
gated to the United Stales iu Con-
gress assembled."

Frem 1777 to 1769 the United
States u ere governed by this com-
pact. But twelve years of unrest
was sufficient to prove that the
democratic Utopia was impractic-
able. As soon ax the great strain of
Uiewarof Indetiendcncu was ove-r-,

and the people had time to reflect,
tbcjj perceived the Inherent weak-
ness of their government. The
wisest statesmen of America.sucii as
Washington,Frankllii Adams, Alex-
ander Hamilton, Morris Rutledgc
and William Livingston began to
agitate for greater strength to the
central government. At thl junc-
ture was founded the t'ederatut by
Alexander Hamilton, which after-
wards proved to be one of the ablest
political magazines ever published.
Here aroe the germ of the Federal
or republican party, which, after a
few years' agitation, so Influenced
society that at length the people of
the United StatesJaid aside the old
'Article of Confederation" and

i nt forth the pr.rlamatl.ii that
"We, thu people of the United

State", in order to form a more
union, etc, ' do hereby

ordain aui establish litis Constitu-
tion for the United Slates of North
America."

Hero then wo see the inher-
ent difference between thu two
great iiolitical parties. Tlie demo-
cratic holds that all power
originates with the sovereign Stm
aud Congress csscsses no power
except that which these States have
delegated to it The Republicans
both then and since have a
thousand times declared that the
supreme power originates with tho
people In their collective capacity,
and the States possess no powers
except those given to them by Con-
gress.

In shot t then, wc may perceive
thit tho Democratic party is the
champion of local
with a tendency to Slate independ-
ence, while the Republican party Is
the special advocate of a strong
central government with a tend-
ency to imperialism.

Having thus defined the status of
each party, it is easy toircelve
their tendency in each political
movement. In the very constitut-
ing of Congress we see these two
principles at work. In the forma-
tion of the Senile rach State is
considered as sovereign and Inde-
pendent, and Is recognized as
having the right to send two senat-
ors irrespective of its size or popula-
tion. Thus little Rhode Isiaud Is
accredited with two senators, while
New York, nearlv forty times as
large, and with fully twenty times
Its population, sends liken lso two
senators.

On the other hand, In the House
of Representatives where each
member Is elected by a constituency
irrespective of State boundaries, we
perceive the tendency to follow tho
Republican idea.

Si also In the subsequent political
movement we perceive the work-
ings of these two antagonistic prla
clples. The purchase of Louisiana

the accession of Florida and tlie ac-

quisition of Texas were all the logi-

cal sequence of democratic action.
The formation of a national system
of banking, the creation of a navy
and the enactment of a high pro-
tective tariff" are the natural results
of republican tendency of centrali-
zing lower. Tlie fact tliat in some
parts of the country tho democratic
rtirty lias lately favored a high pro-

tective tariff" Is doubtless owing to
this: That iu those sections cer-

tain industries have been started
which demand protection from
foreign production, and not any real
change in partv policy.

The terrible civil war.frorn whl-- h

our country emerged scarcely a
quarter of a century ago, had Its
origin in the antagonism o the two
great political jartles. Aside from
the question of negro slavery,which
had remained a relic of barlmristn
in the midst of advancing civiliza-
tion, there was also the deep though
often disavowed antagonism of cen-

tralization on UicoucliandandStatu
sovereignty on tho other. Tho true
patriot must regret the danger to
which our country is exposed from
extreme measures by either party.
