UTAH DOLL FEATUOE
AT SUFFRAGE BAZAR

Tribute of Mecognition as One of the
Four Original Women's Fran-
chisc States.

A tribute of recognition of TUtah a2
one of the four original states of the
Union granting thelr women the right
of franchise was contained in a letter
from Mrs. Carrie Chapman Catt, presi-
dent of the International Woman Suf-
frage Alliance, of New York, recently
addressed to Mrs. John C. Cutler of
Salt Lake City. Under the impression
that Mr. Cutler still occupled the gu-
bernatorial chair in Utah, Mrs, Catl
asked Mrs, Cutler, as wife of the gov-
ernor, to furnish on behalf of her state
a doll, representing Utah as a suffrage
state, In a mammoth bazar held in
New York city on Dec. 10 and 11, for
the benefit of the local suffrage move-
ment.  Mrs. Catt sald in her letter
that the league had selected four high
school girls to represent the four suf-
frage states,and that ""Miss Maud Haas,
a splendid young woman. bad written
to Mrs Cutler, asking her to furnish
a doll for Utah.,” Mrs. Catt asked
that the Interest of a number of the
women of Utah be enllsted In the cause.
saying that it would be a great en-
couragement for the young women of
New York and a fine advertisement
for the cause.

Mrs. Cutler at once replied. inform-
ing Mre, Catt that her husband’s term
as governor expired with the first of
the present year, and that she
had forwarded the communication to
Mrs. William Spry. wife of the present
governor of the state. In behalf of
Utah, however, and (he woman suf-
frage causn, Mrs, Cutler enclosed $5 for
the purchase af a doll for the New York
bazar, requesting Mrs, Catt to secure
a suitable one to represent Utah.

Under date of Dec. 13, two days afler
the bazar was held, Mra. Catt ad-
dressed the following letter of ae-
knowledgement to Mrs. Cutler:

“My Dear Mrs. Cutler—I received
your very kind letter enclosing $5. 1
took the money myself and bought the
doll for exactly that sum, and lahbell=d
it, 'I am a little voter from Utah." and
the young ladies were delighted wilh
ft. It was a subject of much admira-
tion. and a very happy young girl went
home with it as her proud possession
when the bazar was over.

“I thank you most cordlally for this
kind help. Utah has always stood so
nobly by us that we feel very grateful
for Its many kindnesses, to say nothing
of its continued record on woman suf-
frage.
