of our Seathern Dixle aad ita viciaity,
I may perhaps be abie to spswer a fow
of the many questions which are dally
saked concerming that portion of our
Territory, for it ean be perveived that
interest concern scome of our soulh-
ern selilements Mlng more and
more Intense each day.
Kanab is dally assuming s more life-
like mapect, not only in gardens, flelds
and orchards, bat In ita Appear-
ance. The "Old Fort" is belng fast de-
sorted for more commeodious and res-
dweilings within the mvl-:
oity. Kaoab is ad Mm
h’ many, a4 & og M,
oaly, tnznm of the scarcity of vnhr
but who koews that it will not
classed among our best grain Ln,
districtsa” According to Lthe hislory o
many of our older settlementa It most
undoubtedly will; alse other wvaluable
lands within its vicinity, which at pre-
sent can boast of but very small quan-
titles of water,
Twelve miles sast of Kanab Is John-
m. Lhnnulf.n Kanyon) settled

mnlh and which is likely, sconer or
later, 10 become a place of no mean im-
portance.

Paagwich, though having been
whufdﬂtw,b«u fair to yet become
a thriviog, go-ahead place. Several of
its old selbiers bave of late relurned
and also many from the Hudd;,uJ
other paris are goiog there to make
new homes Paangwioh s blessed with
an abundancs of walar, whioh s
eontrolled, also plenty of good land,
woml and lolerably good range &wuouk
but the climate is cold.

Leaving Pangwich I4 was our inten-
tion to costinue down the Bevier, but
as that road bhad not been trawveled of
inte, apprehendiang l-lndmm like'y o
bhe sncountered (o fordiog _Hiwver, we
fook the safer roate through the -onn-
tain and Little Creek Cafion, via Red
Cresk.
