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MURDERER ¢

For Seventeen Years he has Eluded
the Officers.

Marshal ¥. H. Dyer arrived from
Batte, Montana, todsy, haviog in his
custody John D: Keller, alias John C.
O'Brien, who has been wanted for
seventeen years on a charge'of murder.
The Marshal and his deputy, W.T.
Holland, left this city fer Buite on
learning from parties there of Keller's
whereabouts.

The man whom Keller is indicted for
killing was Walter Badgely, sometimes
known as Wade Badgely. Both had
been soldiers at Fort Douglas
under Colonel P. E. Connor, and
hed been discharged st the clese
of their term of enlistment. The
two bad some trouble at Stockton
Tooele County, on May 4th, 1871, and
it was belleved at the time that an old
feud existed between them. At any
rate, the day after the quarrel, about 7
o'clock im the morning, Badgely was
shot and killed by Keller,

The murderer was arrested and
brought to this city for preliminary ex-
amination. He employed Thomas
Fitch as his counsel, and succeeded in
getting liberated on §10,000 bail. The
sureties were not responsible parties,
and as soon as Keller got his lib-
erty he left for other parts, He
was héard frem in Nevada a short time
after, and then the reportcame that
he had been killed on a stage line.

With this' the matter rested, and
probably would never have been heard
of again had not John Paxton and his
son Frank, who formerly resided at
Stockton, and held the offices of jus-
tice of the peace and constable, re-
spectively, at that place, transferred
their place of abode to Montana.
There, a short time ago, they met and
récognized In & man known as John C.
O'Brien, the John D. Keller who had
mnrdered Badgely. They communi-
cated the fact to Marshal Dyer, who
took the matter ian hand, the result
beiog that the late grand jury found an
indictment for murder ja the first de-
gree against Keller, enough witnesses
for thatpurpose still remaining in the
Territory.

On Monday afternoon Lthe murderer
was arrested at Woodvllle, near Batte,
by the deputy sheriff, in response to
Marshal Dyer's request. The marshal
arrived in Butte the same day and
took his man into custody.

While Keller, or O'Brien, as he then
called himself, was in jall in Batte, the
Miner reporter had an interview with
him, as follows:

I am an old soldler
the government thron h the war under
General P. Edward Connor. I came
to Utah in 1861 from Californis, and
was them mustered out Jul§ 31, 1806
my pame is Johm C. O’Brien.”

‘Do you know anything about the
murder they bave charged you with?"
was asked nim.

] pever heard of it before. I have
been 1n Montana elghteen or twenty
aars. Taught school In Meazher

Jounty and in Lewis and Clark County ;
have werked at carpenter work, ana
am & carpenter by trade. 1 have worked
for Dr. - Mitchell at Deer Lodge—he
knows me well. 1 came to Butte, and
being an old mining prospector, locat-
ed several mines and sold them for a
mere trifle, I moved to Wocdville
about a month ago with my wite and
family. My daughter Kitty is working
I.lI‘\q dress-making business at Hele-

“jlfowlaslt, Mr. O'Brien that you
have been taken for Mr. Keller?

*f don’t know anytbing about this
business I am charged with. I wasat
work mining when these ofilcers ar-
rested me one day.

He
then gave an account of &8 number of
mines he had located and sold.

“Did you ever meet in Utah a man
named Badgely?"'

that or bring my family into this mat-
ter any more than [ can help. 1 didn’t
get any pension because I was pot
crip&led in the service."!

“Were you 1n}ured in any manner
during the war?”

*“Yes, I was shot in the knee and in
the ankle, and was hit on the head
with a clabbed gun.’’

“Then, Mr. O'Briem, you know
nothing of this crime for which you
are arrested?’’

‘‘Absolutely nothing. I know many
of Brigham Young’s destroying angels
are banging around bere, and they
have got it in for me."”

"W‘l,wre were you in 1870, 1871, and
18727

] don’t know—my wife could tell.
You sce I bave drank two much liquor
ia my time. That's the cause of all
my troubles; that’s what bas imjured
me; but I have many friends here,"

**Have {ou ever killed a man?’’

‘*Yes, have killed several men
when | was a soldier, but none sinoce
then. Some of them were h.lk-uor-
mons dressed up like Indians.

When Keller got into Utah, however,
he made statements that falled to har-
monize with his silly and untruthful
stories sbout ““destroying angels'' and
“Jack-Mormons.”” He realized tbat
ke could no longer conceal his identl-
ty, as he was 100 easily recogn!zsd as
the man known in Utah from 186l to
1871 as Jokn . KReller. He then be-
gan to protest that he made no secret
in Montana of that being hia true
name, and alleged that his daughter
was known by it. e says that Keller
is his “*soldier pame,” and Ythat hedid
not take O'Brien from a desire to evade
the officers. His statements,however,
do not harmonize,

He now admits the killing of Badge-
ly, and gives the following as his acs
count of the affdir: He had been dis-
charged from the army, and was work-
ing a mine at Stockton. Badgely,
whom Keller had known as a soldler,
deserted and came to BStockton., The
other did not tell on him because he did
not wish to get him into trouble.
Badgely began paying stteations to a
young lady of Keller's acquaintance,
whom the latter warned,as he thought
his former cowrade’s character was
pot good., The girl told Badgely, who
determined to get even. He armed
himself and want to Keller's cablo,
where he fired four shots at the latter,
who was saved by the interference of
his wife. Next day Keller went to the
galoon, and upon his wile's advice,
took his revolver along, 1o case Badge-
Iy should make anotder attempt on his
life.

At the saloon the two men met, and
the quarrel was renewed. Badgely
went behiod the bar for a guc, and
was in the act of leveling it at Keller,
who had stooped down to conceal him-
self, when the latter got ia the firs,
shot, hitling Badgely in the mouth.
The ball came out at the back,severing
tie jugular vein. Keller raised his
weapon to fire egain, when Badgely
stagzered and fell, expiring Ina few
minutes.

. Tae murderer was brought to Salt
Lake, where Thomas Fitch was em-
employed to defend bim. He got him
admitted to bail, and ss the suretles
were not responsible men, advised
Keller to leave the Territory, which he
did.

This afternoon Keller was piaced in
the penitentiary tor safe keeping.
