How to Act at a Fire.

In a lecture before Lhe Society of
Arts, Lwondon, Mr. A. W. . Ghean
save the folloniug concise apd simple
iirections how to gct vn the cccurrence
f tires. Fire requires air; Lheru:{ure
n i1s appearance every effort sh >uld
ve made to exclude sir--shut all doore
and windows, By this means fire may
be confined to a single reom for a sul-
ficient period to enable all the inmates
to be arroused and escape; butif the
doors and wisdows are thrown open,
the fanninz of the wind acd the
draught will instantly cause the flames
to inerease with extraordinary rapidi-
y. 1t must never be forgotten Lpat
he most precious moments are at the
commencement 0 afire,and not a sin-

#zle second of tiae should be
lost in tackling It. In 4
room, & table cloth can be
-0 usesd as to smother & large sheet of

flame, and a cushion may serve to beat
it out; & cont or anythiog similar may
ne used with an equally successfulre-
zult, Tie great poiotis presence of
mind—calmness in daoger, action
-afded by reason and thoaght. Inal
laree honses, huckets ol water should
be placed on every lauding, a little salt
belng put into the water. Always en-
deavor to atiack the bed of a fire; if you
cannet extinguish a fire, shul the win=

when making good your retreat. A
wet silk hamdkerchiet tied over the
eyes and nose will make breathiog
possible in the midst of much smoke,
and 4 blapket wetted snd wiapped
around the body will enable a person
Lo Ppass through a sheet of
flame in coimnparative rafety.
Shounld a _lady’s dress catch fire, let
the wearer at once lie down. Rolliog
may extipgulsh the fire, but it not,
saything (woolen prelerred) wrapped
tightly round will effect the desired
purpose. A burn becomes less puin-
ful the moment air is c¢xeluded. from
it. For simple burns, oil or the white
of egg can be used. OUne part of
csrbotic acid to six parts of olive oil
is found to be invaluable in 1noSt
cases, slight or severe, and the first
layer of lint shouald not be removed
tiil the cure is complete, but salurated
hy she application of fresh outer layers
from time Lo time. Jlinen rag soaked
ina mixture of aqual parts of lime
water angd linseed cil also formsa good
dressing. Commoa whiting is very
zood, applied wet and continually
Jampened with a sponge.
