Washington March IOThe govern-
ment Is going to undertake the manu-
facture of gunpowder xperlrnents
carried on at thermal torpedo station
at Newport for several years have con-

vinced the ordnance bureau of tho navy
department that a point hay beenreach-
ed In the manufacture of smokeless
cwder which shows that It In going to
supersede the hron povder now In use
Just as great many street railroad-
companies have been running horse
cars for several years while ailing for
the perfection of electric traction the-
governlllnt has been using brown pow-

der and luting It In small quantities-
mlifle waiting for the smokeless Pow-

der to Improved Hanging In the air
In this way the navy has been without
on adequate suppl of ammunitlon and-
If we were thrown Into conflict Kill
ISpain tomorrow me mould not have
powder with which to load the guns oil
our ships

If congress IIs liberal the navy de-

partment will spend 41000000 this year
buying smokeless powder from con-

tractors to begin the work of stocking
the ships This will be a good step In
ho right direction but not a great
one-

lous to build Us own Powder works
There Is little competition among pon-

der makers for the government con-

tracts and the secretary of the navy
thinks he has to pa too much money
for his powder lie believes that a
factory built on government ground
probably at Bellevue magazine on the
Potomac just below V ashlngton cpst
Ing 93727 would save the government
that amount In a very few years It

could he convenient too to the provo-
Ing grounds at Indian nod on the t
tomac where tests of powder projcc
tiles tuna and armor plate am made
for the navy

At present tno private concerns are
making 100000 pounds of smokeless
powder each under the formula of the
ordnane bure1I for delivery to the
ships on he Atlantic and Pacific sta-
tions The torpedo station at Newport
could not turn the powder out as fast
as It was needed

This powder according to the official
report results from the developm
of a special variety of nltrosellul
soluble In ether alcohol torllling a col
loid of extreme toughness that burns
progressively In a very regular manner
and which may be converted directly
