"At tlie Uisl election fur congress-
men in IndUna, for instance, the
majority tte for congressmen elect-
ed three representative, lt the
minority vote ehcted ten represen-
tatives. Such Jerrymandering is a
crime agnint the general govern-
ment aud the people of the whole
nation. This bill, at least, compel,
a representation of the suppressed
white minority In tlie white
States. It will check reckless
jerrymandering In black belt,
and mike It catfer for the rep-
resentatives elected therein to
obtain certificates of election. It
will respect equally the States'
rights and tlie rights of tlie United
States. It ierniittr the States to
continue to make regulations fur the
election of Congressmen, but warns
tlie States that the National Consti-
tution lias lieen adopted establishing
a real nud not a shadowy govern-min-

that the sovereignty of tho
people is rviavvii in the hiecutive
and in Congress, and that Congress

ill ixentso its powers to make or
niter State regulations of the time,
place and manner of holding elec-

tions for Representatives in Con-
gress, lost cure districts more com-
pact as to territory, more stable in
duration, and to secure a greater
equality of opulat!on behind the
Representatives In Congress. Theso
tilings tlie States hare failed to do."
