ANNUAL REPORT FILED.

The annual report of the state board
af sheep commissioners was filed with
Gov. Cutler this morning. The report
shows that during the year out of the
inspection fund $11,658,683 has been re-
seived and all expended but $1,120.99:
sheep commissioners' fund, recelpts,
$3.000, balance on hand, $375; secretary’s
appropriation, $3,000, on hand, §52.50:
contingent expense fund, receipts,
$1,500, on hand, $42.25. The ex-
penditures for the year were two-
thirds of the $10,000 appropriated for
the uses of the board by the last legis-
lature,

The report states that the spring In-
spections, conducted by the state and
federal authorities, showed the sheep of
the state to be in such good condition
that the federal authoritiese did not re-
qurie an additional Inspection before
admitting the sheep to the grazing
lands in the forest reserves. During
the fall Inspection and dipping, the state
ingpectors inspected and dipped 1,092 717
sheep. The report acknowledges help-
ful assistance by the federal authorities
and commends the work of the state
inspectors. The co-operation of flock-
masters is acknowledged to have re-
sulted in much good throughout the
state, to the extent that Utah's sheep
are among the finest in the country and
freer from disease than the flocks of
any other state, The estimated value
of sheep within the state is placed at
$7,500,000,
