And we could give the names of a
numlier of the Ji.lders of Israel .who
have labored long and hard in -- the
cause of truth and righteousness
without the aid of that which un
mans, inebriates and destroys,

We once questioned an Elder rela
tive to the properiety of his going into
the jKiuor ousinesp, the consistency
of the act, and tlie reason' Why he
did so, and he honestly acknowledg
ed that there was money m it, anti
he thought he may as well make
as any one else he was; after the
dollar: that was his only rea
son. We asked 1 hfm if he' had
reflected upon the moral eflect his
business would liave upon the youth
ful portion or the community ,and he
replied that he had not lie though
of nothing but tho almighty "dollar.
This is the bjeetof many, and they
have but few scruples as regards the
nature of the business they engage
in, so long as the object is reached.
