ROUKIVECLE,
Washington Co,, U. T.

A little more about bees in Lthe South.
At Minersville, Beaver County, only a
few beés are kept, and with unusual

LUOSS THIS SIHRING.

The people of Beaver City have more
largely extended the sclence of bee-
keeping, und have mwade it quite profit-
able. They also cowmplain of heavy
loss, and that Loo since Spring Jas sel
in. At Parowau, Iron County, one of
the best bee disiricts in this purt of the
country, and which bas made a decided
success ie bee-culture, with abundant
surplus, we also heard great complaints
of spring deaths among them. naving
u little mere time to sparc
here than in the past, Wg
1vokea  into the CAUBY more
effcciually, mpd found it to be simply
starvation. One bee keeper at Suwm-
mwit has lost 20 swarwms out of 28,
Brother William Marsden has only
three left out of a nice Hourishing
aplary. We visited one of Lthe best and
o8t successful keepers, possessed of
) awarms, who has lost many, but not
nedr S0 great a1 proportion as others.
We tound Cedar City in & similar con-
dition, having lost lmneely. AL the
fruit bloom season brooding was in-
duced largely, and the unusually early
apring brouehtl great incresse, when
the boney flow ceased, leaving large
families to support and the slores of
noney exhaunsted, and not sufficient to
be obtalped [rom the vegewation Lo
support them. In such a case the
skillful bee keeper supplies thelr
wants, which is easily dope wlere
the hivesare properly coustructed, and
n very litile expense and care will en-
able them to continue on until u How
of honey shall come, when they can
take care of themselves and give their
keepers agood and easy return. On
close examination It wus asc raimd
that so great was the starvation of the
bees that that they bad eaten thelr
young brood, and driven their drooes
out of Lhe nive which Is oftenthe case
in time of scarcity not allowlng the
idler to eat the bread of the laborer.
After the poor little Industrious bees
can find pasture they make good use of
their time until thelr hives are com-
pletely fllled up. There are times
when the honey flow is more abuni-
aut than at other seasons, the scarcity
belngcaused some times by drouth,
while at other times {t resuits from too
much wet or too cool weather.

Itis sa&id that last year the honey
leld was very light in this district,
hence the cause of starvation this
spring, which might have been pre-
vented by eare on the part of bee-
Keepers, A supply of combs of honey
ghould be bept until spring to feed tle
starving bees, by exchanging them for
empty ones, and had this been adopted
hundreds of colonles of Fees might
have been saved that have been lost.

THE CONTRAST

In the condition of bees waa Jemarka-
ble when we passed over the Rim of
the Basin into ,our Utah's Dixlie. In
less than half 2 day’s drive we found
hees with a surplus of hooey. One
swarm bhad cast off two swarms apd
twenty-five pounds of surplus honey.

We also found new potatoes and
eas here on the Santa Clara river on
May 30th, while the day before we left
starving i)m. and potatoes just emerg-
Ing from the grouiﬂ. In 8t. George
Sister Annle Cannah Woodbery has
fifty hives of bees, and has taken
aver 500 pounds of honey this year up
to the first of June. Many other bee-

h-#ﬂt."(ho&e, 1 wonderfal for bee-
keeping, and is the best honey district
we have discovered during our whole
journey, the surrounding pastore is so
extensive. . The muskeet brush is very
abundant heré, also the great bee
plant and & great variety of flowers;
and the climate i3 s0 admirably adapted
to the wintering of bees that scarcely
nni' loss ocecurs, We visited Brother
John Rlee’s aplary, which are ca[{ahle
of securing Iln this climate at least
15,000 poundis of homey, with proﬁer
care. Brother Wright Lancaster has
forty colonles, he being a carpenter,
manufactures his own hives, which are
very neat and orderly, and to add to
thelr beauty they are neatly arranged
under his beautitul vineyard, as are also
Brother Price’s. The honey obtained
here |8 most excellent. he comb
honey is very white and tempting, but
the market in this rexion is not en-
couraging.
