The Kxeater . portion of - humanity
takes kindly aaa naturally - to "spoon
victuals" In every country - except
America. While soud of various kinda
is tbe most common of dishes in nearly
every outer- - pan ui us cifuuni i tu,it is a noteworthy fact that the average
American is not a soup eater. Through-- ,

out continental Europe soup i is the
standard diet ot the poor, ana a neces-
sary preliminary on the dinner tables
of the rich. Probably one reason that
tends to keep it from becoming a dish
in general demand among families in
this country is that the majority of
American housekeepers when the? put
on the soup-kett- le calculate that little
else Is needed for the meal than the
thick t andI ; greasy liquid which
is ,: dished out in enormous
quantities when the members ot
tbe Household gamer arouna tne taoie.
Many kinds of sonp will furnish a
nourishina and-sufficie- meal for a
rowing child, and be tar more health-- ul

f than a slice of roast pork; and a
piece of pie. Bnt the grown man or
woman In a state of health, with diges-
tive organs la full running order, does
not care tone often confined to a meal
consisting, of liquid substance and
bread. Without reference to tbe tire

benefit derived by commehclnir
each dinner with soup, the economical
advantages are manifest, for whoever
consumes a sraall aad palatable por
tion oi it oeiore taxing more soiia iooa
has uelther desire nor necessity for so
great a quantity of meat. Many au-thori-

claim that tbere is no other
kind of food which tends so much to
restore the tone of the s'xHuach and
make digestion easier. At any rate,
the rrest middles-class-, to whom the
butcher's bill is a serious item, will
find that It Lis materially lessened by
establishing tbe practice of having
soup as the regular .preliminary dish
for each dinner, i . r

In tbe
agricultural portions of our own north-
west, which yield a plentiful supply ot
cereals, flesh and fowl, the Scandina-
vian farmers purchase and salt barrels
of fish each summer for use in soup-maki- ng

New Englander than clan chow-
der.. But many a western table never
has a dish of soup placed upon it from
the year's beginning Ull its closd, ex-

cept an occasional weak and insipid
slop1 of which oysters are the basis.

--Of all soups the most common and
susceptible to variations is one In
which the stock: Is prepared of beef.
The, trouble with tbe average American
prepared meat soup Is that It is too
greasy and thick. German soups are
often thick, but seldom greasy. Kvery-thlo- ar

- Is' liable to be run across in a
Scandinavian soup from a small sar- -.

dine to a rasin or a Kraia of allsoice.
But tbe delicious .French soups are al
ways ciear,

During cold weather the stock for
beef soup can be kept on hand. At
any season it should always be pre-
pared the day before using. The JsklnIs a good piece for this purpose. Have
the bones well cracked and extract the
marrow, which shsuld be put in the
soup. To each pound of lean beef al-
low one quart of water. Fat the beef,
bones ana water into a close kettle and
set it where it will heat gradually; Let
it boll very slowly for six or seven
hours. Look at it once in a while to see
if the water is sinking too rapidly.Should this be the case replenish with
Itoiling water, taking care, however,not to add too much of it. When It
has boiled seven hours, set it away
and let It stand closely covered until
the next day. Almost an hour before
it is wanted for dinner take off the
cake of fat which will be found on the
surface of the stock: remove the meat,which can be "used for mince-me- at or
in making a nice salad w ith cold po-
tatoes and onions. Set the stock over
the lire and throw in a little salt to
bring up the scum. When this has
been all carefully removed put in such
vegetables as are desired. It these are
cut: fine it is "Julian" soup. If young
cabbage, quartered and boiled, and
young carrots and - turnips are put in
whole and dished up with the soup,with the addition of toasted, crusts, it
is French family soup. All vegetablescan be used in soup, according to thetaste. The vegetables are better when
cooked by themselves and added with
their Juices to the soup. The season-
ing, too, is a matter of taste. Vermi-
celli or macaroni which has been boil-
ed tender can be added If desired.

There is no more absurd notion in
regard to soup-maki- ng than the idea
that all sorts of scraps can be thrown
into a pot and made into good soup.A skillful cook can create a good soupfrom chicken or turkey bones, but .for
meat soup,; only fresh and uncooked
meat must be used.

Veal soup can be prepared in a simi-
lar manner to beef ssup. It is unnec-
essary, however, to boil the meat the
day before it is wanted. Three hours
is .sufficient length of time for itto be over the Are. The same propor-tions of meat and water are used as for
the beef. Be careful to skim it close,and If not clear to strain it through a
colander.'' If macaroni is used put a
little butter in with it before adding to
the soap. . v

To make mutton or lamb broth al-
low, as for the preceding soups a
quart of water to a pound of meat.
Boil it for two hours slowly. Add halfa teaeupful of soked rice at the expira-tion of this time to the boiling soup:Cook one hour longer, stirring fre-
quently to keep the rice from
settling . to the ? bottom. : Beat
an egg to a froth ? and .stir intoa cup of milk into which has been rub-
bed a tablespoon! ul of flours Mix thisa little at a time with some of the
scalding liquor until the egg is cooked
no that it will not curdle the soup.Take out the meat and flour.putthe egg,and milk into the pot. Season with
pepper, salt, and such herbs as de-
sired.
- Catfish can be made Into excellent
soup. The bloated scavenger of thisname which does duty about citywnarves is not a tempting specimen.He is an unclean and dissipated glut-ton. But the small catflsn of thestreams and lakes is quite another fish.
To Six of the fish averaging half a
pound apiece take two quarts of water
and one-quart- er of a pound of salt
pork. Skin, clean and cut up the fish:
Chop the pork in small pieces. Put all
into tbe pot with fte water and s head
ef celery or some.celery and and suchother sweet herbs as are convenient.
Bolt for an hoar and strain. Return to
tbe kettle and add one pint of milk,twobeaten eggs,and a large piece of butter.
Have bread toasted and cut in squaresto serve on top of the soup.The most common of vegetable soupsIs bean soup. Any kind will do, al-
though the best are the French beans.
Soak a quart of them over ' night in
lukewarm water. Put: them, over the
tire next morning with one gallon of
cold water. Boll for three or four
hours. --Add celery, onions if desired,and one or two thinly sliced --potatoes.Simmer until tbe vegetables are done.
Caraway or dill seed La a good additionto the seasoning of bean sonp. ;

Spil-p- ea soap can be made in thesame way as bean soup, except that it
requires less boiling.Tomato soup canToe made in the two
following ways, and no one who has
not eaten it can have any idea how
good It 1st To one pint of canned
tomatoes or four large raw ones addone quart of boiling water. Let tbe
vegetablea boil till ., thoroughlymixed through tbe water. Then
add one - teaspoonful of ' soda
when it -- will ; foam. Immediately
add one cf milk. Put in plenty of
butter, salt and pepper to taste.. It is
then ready to serve. Tomato soup can
be made without milk. To six Targe
