id not put under pressure he la apt
to grow relaxed and careless, and
in satisfied if he can produce thingsthat will sell. He has not got as
much as he ought to have of the
love of excellence for its own eake.
Now,' there are thOBe who will fay
itt'ia a very visionary idea io promote
the Jove or excellence for Its own
Bake. But I hold it la not visionaryat all; for, depend upon it, every ex
cellence that Is real, whether
it relates to' utility or beau
ty, has cot its price and - its
value in the market, and it is an
element of strength In the market,
There la no doubt ISngland has been
verv remarkable for chtap produc
tious; but in tms a formidable rival
la now springing up In America;
America, however, has been taken
with what' la called a fever of pro
teetion, and so long as America
suiTers from the fever English
manufacturers will not have a great
deal to fear from American rivals.
But when she learns to trust en
tirely to her own splendid national
resources, the great genius of her
people, their marvelous proficiency
in the adoption of labor-savin- g

contrivances, in which they are
ahead of the whola world, America
will be a formidable competitor.
But what you have now to contend
against is not competition "with
America.but limitation of markets.
Yoa are met 4?n every Bide wittt
hostile' tarifl?, - and you.Swant to
bound over .these tariffs and get
within them Well, for - that pur-
pose -- the British - producer : must
consider - the solidity - of this work
and its homely qualities, and en
deavor to make it, in the first place,true work; not professing to be
anything but what it is, to divest
it of all falsehood and sham; for,
however the Impoaiture may last
for a little wniie, tne etiecc is ulti
mately to destroy the reputation, to
take away confidence and to react
most injuriously upon those who
have attempted the trick."

Again, when dwelling upon the
immense advantage In the market
of beauty of naked utility, he as
sured his Hearers mat there "was
no beauty in America. I, have
been speaking of . Americana, with
whom I trust we shall always con
tinue la peace and in bands of
brotherhood, and if vou take the
industrial productions of America,
I am sorry to say we find that very
few have any beauty at all.

The above is a striking proof that
even genius aiust not attempt to
be toe versatile. In attempting the
role of ltuskin the great statesman
errs greatly as to hia fact?, and his
brilliant talk is not true.. Ameri-
can wetk, If it has a fault, it is its
redundance of ornamentation; we
gild plows and emblazon wagons,
our street cars are moving picture
galleries." (Jar art may be merltri- -
oious and misplaced, but the ambi
tion is not wanting, and time will
bring . excellence and . refinement.
One would suppose Mr. Gladstone
had never Been i an International
Exhibition, where- - the United
States in every department except
tnac or pure art, as teen in statu
ary, on canvas, and in productions
where the aestnesio idea was the
aim and the attainment, excelled
in grace of proportion, beauty of
finish, in adaptation and in style.
