Russia's
rulers have, we fear, determined
not to yield much more, and Russia
may soon bo at the mercy of the
storm she has raised.

If any
country can thu3 save the world
from a tremendous war it is Ger-
many. She has the power to
compel the acceptance, at least of a
truce. It depends on Prince Bisv
marck whether this power Is
to be used.
