The V7"onclrcus Power of Pattor.

Oliver A. Patton is the name of
the .Land Register at Halt .Lake
City. He is a great man. Probably
the public would not know this if
it were not announced in tnis man
considered worthy of anv snecial
notice, unless some peculiar circum
stances uirecteu attention to him
or it.

This great man is above the law.
The reason is because ho is a laud
register. When he acts it is as an
executive officer of the United
States, and so long ns he does not
call himself O. A. Patton, but a
umtfeu mates oniciai, ne can sieze
other people's timber and tell it,
ciap men into irons without pro-
cess of law, and do sundry other
ridiculous and damnable tricks
which would be deemed sufficient
to entitle any person unshielded
with the panoply of the august au
thority of a Land Register, to s

lengthened rest from official cares
in the peuitentraiy. Rut Patton
does all these things with impuu
ity, aud gets ofl'from a defiant con
tempt of the t hird District Court,
by paying four dollars for expenses.
and all this by an absurd ruling of
Cinet J ustice Shadier, which be
sides running counter to common
sense is a plain violation of the pro
visions of the constitution.

But this is not all of Patton's
privileges. He is accused by Mr.
Job, who rivals his ancient name-
sake in patience, with diddlinghim out of the sum of one dollar,
for delivering a patent to him on
which no fees weie due. Patton
denies the dollar impeachment and,
In ni8 official capacity, of course,
politely calls the editor who pub-
lished the charge a "liar, a knave
and a scoundrel."

It will be perceived that Patton
is a polished person, as any one
above the law ought to be, and as
becomes one against whose violence
or vituperation there is no legal
redress. Now let all Utah do hon-
or to this distinguished personage,
and to the profound judicial acu-
men of the Judge who acknowl-
edges his power.
