They were driven from one part
ol their position, but held the raviae,
und their fire caused terrible havoc
amwong the troops. Middleton evident-
ly did not properly appreclate the fight-
ing qualities of the hall-breeds, or he
would wot have sent raw volunteers
upaccustomed to rifle shooting to dis-
lodee from ¢ strong position such ac-
complished sharpshooters as the in-
surgents. The latter fired with deadly
gecuracy from behind shelter. Mid-
dleton®s repulse is almost sure fo stir
the [ndiars up to renewed outrages.

Un arriving at the flat
where the two cabins had stood in
which the men lived, S8auderson foyad
everything buried by a snowslide that
evideotly came down in the desd of
night. Not & sign of life was to he
secn in any direction. No doubs the
whole party were buried allve. A large
rescaing party s now leaving lor the
scene,

A Tribune-Republican Leadville spe-
cia! sayf: A srcclal itrain carrying s
rellef parly leit Leadville within sn
bour for the scene of the disaster, On
reachlng a poipt nearest the mine, the
party was met by a erowd of excited
winers who informed them that it was
useless to attempt to reach the mine
through the wilderness of soft snow
even with snowshoes, at that time of
day.

Extradition with lialy.

Secrctary of State Bayard and Baron l
Fava, minister of Italy at Washington,
exchanged on the 24th 1nst. the ratitica-
tions of thelr respective governments
of the convention concluded June 11, |
1884, supplemental to the convenlion
for the extradition of fuxitive crimi-
nals between the Umrited States and
Italy of March 23d, 1868, The Kidnap-
plog of minors or aduits, or the deten-
tion of one ur more persons for the
purpose of extorting - money frowm
them or their families, of for any other |
unlawful puarpose, Is added to the
crimes for which extradition may be
grauted. It also authorizes any comn-
petent judicial magistrates of either
vovernmnent,to whom shall be exhiblited
u duly sigued certiticate by the Secre-
tary of State of the United States, or
the wminister of foreign affairs for
Italy, altesting that requisition
has  beea mude by the other
to sccure the prelimimary arrest of
i prrson accused of an extraordinary
offense, to jssuc the necessary waraant
in order that evidence of erlminality in
the case may be heard and considered.
Such magistrate may also issue a war-
runt on complaiut duly made wonder
oalh by a person cognizant ol the fuct
or by a dlplomatic or consular oflicer o
the demanding governwent when dualy
suthorized. Swuch accused personshall
be held for forty daks, only subject
to o formal doivand of the govera-
ment, supported by the required evi-
denee.

As the lmpression seems to prevall
that any persoa is privileged to enter
the competitive examination that is to
govern the appointment ol postoftlce
luspectors, Pustmaster-General Vilas
has issued a circular stating that nY-
plication blanks for this purpose will
not be fornished indiseriminately, but
only to persons who have been favor-
ably recommended to the department.

Suit Against the C. P,

SAN Fraxcisco, 25, — The suit of
Main & Winchester et al. against the
Central Pacitlc Rallroad, Stanford et
4l., has again been brought before the
Superior Court, on a motion to compel

to gobmit books and
documents of the Central Pacific and
California Pacific railroads for exam-
ination by plaintiffs’ accountant. The
complaint, lled November, 1830, de-
clares that the California Pacific was
sold in 1871 by Milton 8. Latham, who
was then the president, and a majority
of the stockholders to the Central }a-
citic below its actual value, thns depre-
ciating the value of plaintiffs’ stock.
Action is brought to obtain judzment
declaring that the stock purchased by
Stanford et al, is held by the latter as
trustees, and decreelpg an accounting
of Californla Pacific earniogs, After
phintiffs’ attorney's argument the
case was continued uati] May 1st.

A RUSSIAN BID FOR GERMAN AID.

LoxpoN, 2).—To-night the sltustion
a}aﬁvara to be very serious.

The common peo-
ple of Kngland—that Iu‘ those who read
or gossip at the *‘pubs’ and know what
is going on—seem to belleve that there
will be war, but they are not enthusi-
astic ahout it. Gladstone, more than
u.niy premier England ever had, i3 a de-
velopment of the British populace.
He don’t believe In war unless it s ab-
solutely necessary. lle does not think
a diplomatic insuit, for instance, or a
mere brush s:ainst prestige, s sufii-
cient canse {or war. His enemles even
g0 80 far as to say that Mr. Gladstone™
would have allowed the Soudan to slip
tw:({ rather than fight for It, but for
Gordon, snd that he does not consider
the retention of India worth the cost
of a war with Russia. The English
reo le belleve he valoes a soldier's
ife higher than does nuy other states-
man in Europe. It s this characteris-
tic of the Britlsh premler, coupled
with his sipreme reticence during the
past few days, which mskes thoughtful
men believe t war is imminent.
