Honse Strjick by Lightning.
By courtesy of a genlleman in
this City we are enabled Lo make |
the following extract from a letter
to him, from a friend in Diigham

City, dated the U5th [nst.—

“We had an awful storm hcre
last night. About 9 p.m. it com-
menced to thunder, and the vivid
flashes of lightning that passed in
rapid succession were simply ter-
ritic, There was a party, at the
opening of our new City Hall, in
progress in the upper room atthe
time, and it was once contemplated
to dismiss it for fear of an accident,
but the presence of our beloved
and much respected President, Lo-
renzo Snow, at once dispelled all
anxiety on that score, and the
nerves of the ladies were quieted,
and all went ‘merry as a marriage
bell.” We dismissed at ten, and
when 1 reached lLome I learned
that we wete pretty near havinga
catastrophie; the lightning had
struck Mrother Wilson's Louse al
tho north gable, tearing off the
weather boarding from Lhe square.
up to the cornice, entering at the
chimney, passing through the flue
into the inside, then ranging down-
wards and striking the mantel shelf
at the east comer, and -taking a
small strip out of the plank sup-
porting the shelf, clear to the floor,
aund reducing it into shreds as fiue
and almost as soft as straw, 1t then
cut up some very queer antics, pass-
ing up and down, to and fro, from
floor to ceiling, tearing =mall holes
in the wall paper in a great many
places, and blackening the surface
of the paper, as if a hot bar of iron
bad been passed over it. ‘The
pictures on the walls were all
smudged und singed, all the gilt
from the fancy cornice work ove:
the window inside was melted ofl,
and the curtains torn and much
damaged, and, strange tu say, nu
one was hurt particularly. Brother
Wilson was sitting near the door in
the kitchen und was 1ather uncere-
moniovusly prostrated, his head
coming in contact with an inside
door, which stunned him a little,
but did not hurt him much.
He informed me that he saw Lthe
flash, and that it was =0 near to
him that his face felt as if it had
been burned for two or three hours
after the occurrence. Nearly his
entire family were sitting im the
kitchen at the time, and pro
videntialiy not one of themi was
harmed.

“Judging from the appearance of
things this morning they hLad «
very miraculous aud narrow es
cape. It rained here all night
and, together with the wind and
rain that we had on last Friday
pight, which was very heavy, I
fear that a large quantity of both
grain aud hay has been spoiled.”

The hiouse of the correspondent,
by theshock produced by the strik-
ing the dwelling of Brother Wilson,
was shaken from foundation fto
roof, breaking a couple of lights of
glasa, and very much frightening
the inmates.

Homicide at Fort Ephraim. —
From a gentleman recently from
Fort Iiphraim, Sanpete County, we
learn that a young man named
Larsen was killed at that place, on
the afternoen of the Zith, by Peter
Peterson, son of Bishop Peterson.
The facts, as they have buen nar-
rated to us, are that young Larsen
and a few rowdies, of whom he ap-
peared to be the leader, had fre-
quently threatened the life of the
Bishop and some ethers. While
Lthe celebration procecdings were in
progress, on Monday, some persons
went to the house of Bishop Peter-
son and smashed the windows, also
to the house of Lthe magistrate of
the town, whose name we think is
Christenson, there breaking down
an ornamental fence, also to the
house of Peter Peterson, where they
tore in strips a quantity of clothing
that was hanging outside.

pistol, Peter, brothier of Parley,
believing that thelife of his brother
was in danger, it being understood
that Larsen was generally armed,
picked apa piece of fence pole, with
which he struck him over the bead,
killing him instantly.

No soult he was oul-
numbered, but he knew that the
odds were ngainst Lim when he
charged down upon the village,
aud he took his chance with his
eyes open, Itisjust as well to call
things by their right names, for
presently Custer may be avenged
upon the Sioux, and then it will be
awkward to have to talk of the
‘‘Sioux mas acre,’” and might seem
like disparaging the bravery of eur
gallant boys in blue.—Sacramento
LReecord-1 nivn.

BEES AND FOUL BROOD.

To prevent the total extermina-
tion of our pets, the bees, it would
be advisable to check foul brood,
which has made its appearance in
this country, in its mfancy, by
destroying whatever hives are
found infeclted. There have lheen
reveral remedies tried asa cure for
foul brood, but noue have leen
found eflective, therefore it will
pay to destroy one,two or even half
adozen hivesrather than have the
whele of a large apiary ruccumb to
the fatal monster. It is not only
our individual apiaries that will
suffer if the disease is not checked,
but the-whole of the apiaries in the
Territory.

As long as foul brood exists
among our bees it will be detrimen-
tal to the sale and comsumption of
our honey, because honey taken
from an iniect.ed hive and gathered
ty infected bees, undergoes chem-
ical changes that make it unfit for
human food.

Owners of bees, destroy foul
brood, not only for the sake of
your own reputation as honey rais-
ers, but rather for the good of the
whole community. We bave it in
eur power to destroy it at a light
expense, but let it marchon for cne
year longer and it will cost thous-
ands of dollars to do it.

There was a meeting in SBeptem-
ber last, at the house of Geerge
Bailey in Mill Creek Ward, of the
beekeepers of Balt Lake county, It
was then agreed teo destroy eve
swarnn Lhat was affected with the
disease.
