On the trial defendant woscnnvlctcd.
Defendant's roiincl assign twelve
errors as grounds fof a reversal of the
verdict and Judgment of conviction.
Among them are the following

8. Tna court erred In allowing
Henry Gardner, against the ollectlon
of counsel for defeu tant, to that
Henry Jonea had len castratnl and
ha I no ttttlclrs.

7. The court erred In refusing each
ono of the several retiieata asked for
tho defendant, to wit, severally, each
one of the twrn!y-oii- e mpiests

In the record.
. Tho court erred In charging the

Jury aa lo the ellrctof good character.
0. Tho court erred In charging the

Jury upon the facts aa to tho belief to
lie attached to wltnrwe who testified
to tho exact language thlrty.lwoyeara
after the trnnsaitlon.

10. The court erred In charging the
Jury that time iloea not run lnfaorof
tiurder, and In charging that no
lapse of tlmo washra out the stains
of blood that the murderer makes ;
aud lu charging generally upon the
facta of the case.

Thu Court irred In charging the
jury aa to the autject of Juslllliatlou,
the defndant nut having niadii or
asked fir Justification, but denying the
killing; and the charge of the eiiijeit
of killing waa an argument that the
defendant waa guilty.

We do not consider It necessary to
review each alignment searalely.

In the course of the trial It u ara
by the testimony ot Henry Gardner,
under objection from the deftndaut'a
counsel, that Henry Jonea had Ueii
castrated anmo considerable lime before
the all. ged homicide. It nowhere a
eara that thisdefeudant ha I any hand

If this
be , the prosecution failed lu any
way to connect tho defendaut with Ihe
act of castration.

If It was ndmlsiabte at all,
woulil l to show that tho (Icfiudant
commuted the ait, or assisted In Its
commission, and that he must havo
had malic against the deceased at that
time; ami hen the prosecution tailed
to couiiett the defendant with tho act,
the testimony becoima wholly Incoiii
tietent. Ha admission, under the

woultl naturally tin I to
awaken a reludlce In tho lnlmla of the
Jury against the defendant. Testimony
of thla transaction waa furelgu to thu
Issue aud should not have been allow,
ed.

Urror Is assigned Un the nfUsal ef
the Court to lustruu the Jury as fol-

We think the retmesU uumbervd
and 17 should have bet u cither given
to tho Jury or embraced In the charge
of the court; and that the Instruction
given lo the Jury en the court's otn
iuollou,woa erroueoua, Thla charge, aa
glveu, llmltnl the elTect of goad
Lharacterto doubtlul ctses, and that In
custra where Ihe eldenco waa clear
such evidence would ouly have the
ttfeit to cause thejury to liealtato aud
think about tho matter. In other
words, that In clear (uses of guilt good
cltaraiter should havo no weight, ex-

cept, for thejury to stop ard think, but
In doubtful castat It waa all Important.
We think the chargo waa misleading.
In doubtful cases thu Jury should give
the defiudant the benefit of the
doubt and acquit; aud to do
so It would not lie mccaaury for
the defeudant to add proof of good
charaiUr lo the doubt alrtady ixlstlug
lu urdtr to bu intltled to an acquittal.

Ills In clear casta therefore win re
evidence of good character Is of the
most avail. There may bo comm made
out ao dear that no good charactt r can
tuaku Hit in doubtful, but tin re may be
others lu which evldtnie glcn
against i rou without character
would amount to a conviction, In
which a high character would

reasonable doubt, or In which
high character will actually outweigh
uvldenco which othtrwlse. might ap-
pear concluslte. "Uood character la
an lmjvrtaut factor with overy man;
and never moru ao than when he la put
on trial charged with an olltinno w lilch
la rendered Improbable lu the lost tie- -

This lnatcucllon In no wny modifies
thecrronwiua Instructions first ghen;
nor dm a thu Court withdraw Ids first
instructions from the consideration of
the Jury, but leaves It to stand aa the
law in tho case, which It la presumed
the Court did not intend to do.

When conflicting hargea aro given,
ono of w htrli la erroueous, It Is to be
t resumed that the Jury may hau fol-
lowed that which Is erroneous.

Among the diseases revalent cold
weather there aro but few which are
less preventable; that Is, In so far as Is
known, I here aro a uumtier of theories
as to the causation of this disease, lilt
noneof them havo been firmly estab-
lished. Whether or not It Is induced
by exiosurei, It Is very evident that
after such exilence the lungs are In
the most favorable condition lor

And It has Ueu pretty clearly
khowuthattxosure to intense cold,
dry air, la must to bo dreaded,
and especially after tho weather
line lieeu very damp. A a,
ror Instance--, If It has been
warm uurlug thu day and rains thu
night following, nnd clears oil" cold,
with very dry nlr, then nvumaiiln la
very likely to lie prevnle nt fit a week
or to afterward. Ilenct, II follows
that ve hen such cbangrn occur unu.u.
al precautious should be taken against
catching cold.

Without doubt thn heating
of houses, crllcea,workaho a.etc,,

Ir.rlucmce not a little the liability
(invumonla And dry heat acta

the air tvsaagni, and
predlspoaea to the disease-- . I'ersoiia
who are nisuy hours each day In
rooms heated by steam ilt, would
doubllceabu found, Iinii liivcstlgatlou,
to bu amongst the most frequent

of pnetinioula. I'robably goe
stoves furnish tea tlry heat aa any

aud for thla reason they ought
not to be used when auy other si stt m
Is possible.

Wy likely by Ihe use of alcoholic
drinks ono may Increase hla suscepti-
bility lo pneumonia: most certainly
they are lapable or rcniksrlug him
much mure liable to tako cold. Alco-
hol la almost wholly carbon, it Is
therefore n good heat jrodutcr, but
after lis elltcta hare ved till thn
nervous aj stem Is left mure or lew de-
pressed by It, nnd the body la less re-
sistant to cold. I

Considering those few facts, the
Hit ana of prevention which auggest
themselvra aro dun procaullona when
under exposure nnd csiwcla! care after
radical change In tho weather. Thn
alrbriathud shoiill bona pureua jw
slblo at all times. When exsmel
habitually lo a very dry heat the need
of ventilation lauuwt urgent, and noma
means should bu fouud to render the
hot air aulllcleuUy moist. This can
generally In donu by keeping a pan of
water on thu registers of atoica.

Tcmierrrlice lu eating or drinking
also suggest Itself when considering
thu eiuestlon of the prevention of

Wero those who sutler most
from ex;iosuro and are thu must fre-
quent victims of "colds" carefully
studied, Ulldoubtedlylt would be found
that they were either Inordinate catcta
and took hut little exercise, or that
they subsisted largely Ukii foods
which wero too great a lax Ucn dlgc.
Hon. Lot these organs lai kept slioug
