In the State of Maine—Lost in the

Ferest—A Methodist PPeayer-Meet-
ing—Prenching, ete,

FarMminaron, Franklio (o,
Maine, Oct. 5, 1576

FEditor Deserel News:

Since wiiling to you lrom Graf-
ton, Oxford Co., this Stale, Sept.
15th, I have done much traveling
and held several meelings. The
gcenery of this portior of Maine is
very hilly and mountainous,
abounding in picturesque dells and
vales, where *‘city people’ resort
during the heated term, to enjoy
the fishing, hunting and pure air,
The country is nearly covered, save
where settlers have made clearings,
with forest, and the early autumn
frosts have changed Lhe color of the
foliage to the most varied and gor-
geous hues, Toa lover of the Leau-
tiful in nature, it is a econlinual
feast to travel through this region
at this season of the year.

The portions of the State which
[ have visited are thinly seltled,
and the villages often far apart,
and traveling in the gopd old way,
i.e., ““without purse or «erip,” I of-
ten meet with romauntic incidents
and interesting episades, aveounts
of which, recorded in ny diary,
read very much like fiction, a0
wonderfuily is the providence and
protecting care of my heavenly
Father maulifested in my bhehalf at
times. Friends are raised up nuto
me in the very hour, yes, the very
moment, of need, and my way 1ia
always opened up for the prosecu-
tion of the work of the Master, and
though I am often fatigued physi-
cally, my spirits are kept buoyant
by the blessings [ receive.

There are a few old timed Sainis
reruaining in this State, who still
retain a portion of the light re-
ceived through the ordinances of
the gospel, but the sad examples
of shipwrecked faith which I meet

with show the danger of being
evercome by the world if the
Baints remain in it.

The village of Grafton, from

which I wrote last, i hut a few
miles from the New Hampshire
line, across which, and twelve
miles from Grafton, lies the village
of Milan, which I was very desir-
ous of visiting. The region is wild
and still unsettled, and there was
no direct road from Grafton to Mi-
lan,and I had to choose between go-
ing by a very circuitousroute, more
than trebling the distance or
traveling afoot over a low range of
mountains and through a dense for-
est which occu lpies the intervening
twelve miles of country. I decided
to do the latter, and so, on the
morning of the 18th ult., I procured
the services of a guide to show me
the path by whieh the woods were
first entered and to give me other
information concerning the gourse
to take, etc.
I plunged into the dark woods
unhesitatingly, and succeeded, by
he aid of *spotted trees,” in keep-|

ing the exiremely dim path, for

aboul three milea, then i1t became
lost entirely. I bhad provided "my-
self with a compass by the aid of
which I kept my course some dis-
tance further, but the compass
worked very unsatisfactorily and
my prineipal reliancs was the sun,
of which I could obtain occasional
glimpses through the dense foli-
age. Al lepgth the undergrowth
became so tense a3 to be very
difficult to penctrate, and to add
to my discomfort, my clothes were
becoming esaturated with moisture
from the follage, it having rained
the three previous days. Under
the weight of these disadvantages
my pertinacity reluctantly yielded,
aml‘i resolved (o attempt a return
to where I had entered the forest,
but [ had been wandering about in
quest of the practicable path by
which to proceed till I had become
somewhat bewildered,so that there
were groat odidls against the chauces
of my coming ocut anywhere near
the point at which I had entered
the woods. However, after a very
toilsome struggle with the under-
brush, rocks, ravines, etc., to say
nothing of the harassing doubts as
to whether | wasgoing in the right
direction, I emerged into a field
and quickly discovered that [ was
within a stone’s throw of the path
by which I had entered that dis-
mal forest. Some people may im-
agive that there is something de-
lightfully romantic in getting lost
in a Maine forest, but as for myself
I shall hersafter decidedly prefer
the plain, unromantic wagon road.

On the Sabbath following this
adventure I was in North Newry,
where I attended a Methedist meet-
ing and heard a sermon in explana-
tion of the theology of that sect,
fromm which I gleaned some in-
formation and a liltle gospel truth.
After Lthe services I made the
acquaintance of the minister, and

in the evening attended a prayer
meeting led by him. It was
a  good, old-fashivned Methodist
prayer meeting, in  a New
ngland backwoods village, and,
Lad it not been for the sacred
subject of  religion involved,

the proceedings would have seemed
ludicrous and laughable in the ex-
treme to me. At one stage of the
proceedings, however, | hLecame
almost alarmed. [t was when sev-
eral women rose In (uick succes-
sion and, in a flood of tears, sobs
and groans, tried to tell how thef’
“loved Jesus.” This was too much
for my nerves to bear unmoved
and I serisusly began to think that
somie of the gentlemen present
would have to assist two or three
of the women from the room, so
hysterieal did they become. But
their enthusiasm at lenglh spent
itself and the meeting was brought
to a placid close, mot, however, till
I had given out an appointment
for n meeting at the same place on
the following evening.

At the hourappointed nexteven-
ing the house was filled by one of
the most attentive audiences it has
been my lot to address for some
time. BSeeing the large turnout
and the interest of those present in
my remarks, I gave out another
appointment for the next evening,
same hour and place. Again the
house was well filled, though it
was raining and my remarks were
listened to with marked attention,
and many desired more meetings,
but previously made arrangements
prevented my spending more time
in that place.

I am constantly being inviled to
preach or leeture as I pass from
place to place, and it is impossible
for e to aceept half these invita-
tionis, es I have but a little more
time to spend in Maine befure re-
tmning to Massachusetts {o do some
work there which is awalting me.
