They
gay the repablican State conven-
Lions will ve beld in New York,
Penneylvan!s, [llinols and Indiana
in Febraary, _n i that the delegates
of those Swtes will be instructed to
vole for Grant, in which "event ha
would (hos early have pledged to
him more than half encugh votes
to give him the nomination.

It is aseerted that Senators Conk-
ling and Camerpn have already ar-
ranged for conventions in New
York and Pennsylvania respective-
ly in Febroary; that Indiana ia be-
Ing manipulated by Assistant Post-
muaster General Brady =nd others,
to hold its couvention the same
month, and that Senator Logan has
promised to gee to it that 1llinols
follows suit. It is forther assumed
that if the plan succeeds, the States
which hold their eonvention subse-
quently will want to go with the
popular tide, and that hence, the
influencs of the four great States
declaring for Graut 1n February
will be felt upon all the others.
