Ilia convictions were so strong that
in spite of all he was called upon to
pass through he never swerved for
an instant from his idea of what he
thought right, and long before the
spring of 1861 he was regarded, even
by the southern element, with re-

spect, notwithstanding that both
the man and his principles were so
cordially disliked. '
