der to fall In for parade was received
at the various camps and headquar-
ters, the men tumbled out of their
tents and rooms, prepared for a battle
With the elements with rubber coats
and umbrellas and trousers rolled up.

charged, and who are now or who may
hereafter be suffering from mental or
physical disability not the result of
their own vicious habits, which inca-
pacitates them from performing man-
ual labor. This has been publicly ad-

vocated, and all men who cared to

been heard no objec Jon to such meas-
ures. Because others have

CHANGED THEIR MINDS,

the G. A. R. need not, therefore,
change theirs. The path In this direc-

They shall nol be inmates of
common pauper houses, nor shall
tneir widows and orphans if the G. A.
