In all
the long and painful catalogues of
sins enumerated in the mar, tejona
and third chapters of Romans,
many of which relate to the unlaw-
ful indulgence of the amorous pro--
Densities. Dolyeauay is not once
named. It is the very place where
it ia morallvcertain that it wouIU
have been nuined if it were sinful;
and, .that it la not there named, we
ara fully warranieu to oeuove mat
it ia not sinful.

'I sum up the divine testimony
thus: If polygamy is now a vice
and a Bin. like adultery or King or
stealing, it always baa been and al
ways will be a uo; and uod ' would
never have approved or command
ed It; but we have seen above, that
he has commanded it in two cases
at least, viz., in case of the married
man's illicit intercourse with an
unbetrothed virgin, andjn cae of
the married man's brother's widow;
and in tbeee cases, therefore, it can
not be a sin. In further proof of its
innocence, let it ba remembered

aa it was of that at Athens, at Cor
inth, or at Rome. Oar magistratesare not ignorant of the extent
of public licentiousness; but
thoy do-- not attempt to suppress it.
They only seek te conceal it, and
confine it, if possible, within its
present limits, requiring its vota
ries to keep t iu the dark. Our
police oCleers know almost - every
proststute that walks the street; and
allow her to apply her nefarious
trade unmolested, so long as she la
polite aud .unobtrusive. Aa tbe
rjpartans are teputed to have said
to the youth of their Htate, in re
gard to inert, 'teoi, out do not ba
aught at it, so the guardians of
ear-ptteii- o motats ay, jfou may be
as licentious aa you please, onlymake no publlo display of your im-
morality.' The reason of this con-
nivance at prostitution must be be-
cause our legislators and judges be-
lieve its suppression to be iujpoesl.
ble; and, with our system of mo-
nogamy, it Is impossible. If there
must be a multitude of women un-
married and unprovided for, there
will to a multitude ofpro9tltutct;
and, if there are a multitude of
prostitutes, there wUl ba a multi-
tude of men, who, like Shakspear's
FalstafT, will decline marriage, be-
cause they can be 'better accommo-
dated than with a wife;' and bo the
evil will go on continually increas-
ing and propagating itself." , i;Dr. Foote augers in thla way

"Why, in prescribing .marriage,should one system be forced upon
such a variety of people, any more

want a secretary of marriage, whose
dutlea it shall be to investigate the
vaiioua systems of marriage which
