3 “During the construction worlkk now
in progress only 75 men are employed
but the force will be increased carly in
the year.  We have ordered our own
sawmlill, which will soon be installed
and  will cut our own lumber for the
finishing of the mill, bunk houses, as-
say and general office buildings and
blackamath shop and then have lumber
to spare for the cabing of men with
famillies who are already in  camp.
