in the stalls were more tortunate,being
slung to the roofs of the stalls by broad
belly bands, which kept them on their
feet. Out of the whole number, we
lost eleven, the balance being more or
less demoralized and; unfit for immedi-
ate service.

We got into port lust as the gale was
dying away, and after landing our
troops, took a tour along the coast to
view tue wrecKs. Many oi tne sanors
who managed to get ashore from the
wrecks,' were either taken prisoners or
laugnterea oy tne Russians. To pre

vent the enemy from plundering the
wrecks, tne English sailed a few ot
their gunboats us near shore as they
could float with safety, for the protec-
tion of the vessels, aud what could not
be taaen on tne oeacn into deep water
was stripped of everything of any value
and burnt to the water's edne. Our
captain gave permission to the car
penter, mira steward, lour seamen
aud 1, to man one of the boats
aud board one of the vessels, new,
full rigged ship, called the Tyrone, ot
London, driven asnore ou mis her ursi
trip, with both anchors down. From
this vessel we took 7 boat loads of
wreckage including a full set ot new
siils that had never been beut. We
could have had a large quantity of sad'
dies aud artillery ouiiUs, but as that
was govt rnment property we did not
hazard lac risk ot keeping them. The
water teing up in the uoid to within a
few feet of the upper deck, the attic l s
had to be ttsnt a up wim hooks ana
tackle, 'i he principle part of the car
go appartntly consisted of baled hay.

Soon after this event the troops had
to pass through the riyo.s ot a Russian
wiuter. - inojgu oi snort duration.
sotueoors weeks, it is veiy severe
whi.e it lasts. Tne soldiers ofien came
ou beard w hile wc were lying iu bslak
lava, and told us ihtr whiskers had
been irozen to the grouud iu the night
Not a few ot the o Ulcers, who had to do
their own cookiog, would come ou
toard. beg for a hard sh p biscuit and
relish It as a sweet morsel. 1 was thus
oiouiht face to lace with the stern re
alilies of hard campaign, au account ol
which, correctly recorded in history,
shows it was a bauiy managed affair

the tlrst Napoleon. When the winter
set iu the French found themselves
snug in wiuter fixings, if the report
was true that the Prince slcaine
could have landed her cargosome dss before' the storm,
but was prevented by Lord Raglan ou
account oi some misunderstanding,
grave responsibility tested either ou
theComrnaueer-iu-Chie- f, or the Admi
rally ,iu London. One thing 1 do
know, the I'rince steamer lay at anchor
for a week before our vessel felt liala
klava lor Varna, and when we returned
not a vestage oi her was to be seen

About the beginniug of February
I860, feeling a little home sick, 1 asked
lor and oDtainea my qiscuarge, aj
uaiaaiava, got a passege to jousianu-nopi- e

iuone of the Austrian mail boats
aud engaged as cook ou board a small
brigahtine, bound for England, with a
cargo ot linseed, ia bulk. Hero I gota taste oi wnat sailors nave to endureat sea; living on salt junk aud "hard
tack" for three months. From the time
we left Constantinople till we crossed
the Bay of Biscay, there was a contiued
succession of storms. On one occa
sion the vessel was three days and
nights hove-to- , under a small rag ol
cauvass, and was driven iiOO miles ou
of her course; no sun to be seeu in lb
skies, the captain could take no reck
oning. Wneu we arrived at Falmouth
there was not a pound of biscuit left in
the lockers, or any other lood save
few pounds of rice; six weeks beingau ordinary voyage in lair weather for
a tailing snip uoui uonstauunopie t
Kuglaud. 1 spent a few weeks iu Lou
dou taking in the sights, notably tLe
British Museum, ine urjsui ialace
then removed to Sydenham, the Nat
tonal uaiiery oi paintings. Tower, etc

I will close this narration by relating
my experience ou ooara an. uniuck
shin, so designated by the JUdkIIs
press, alter making her first voyage to
Balaklava and back. This vessel, the
j. ransii, was a targe, iron screw, navy
transport steamer, next in size to the
Himalaya, the latest merchant screw
steamer then afloat. She was built
Portsmouth and litted up in a faurrv
for the special purpose of carrying out
troops i.nd norses to neip take sebas
topol, but she didn't "get thar
t ine to do much good.

The Transit sailed from Sheerness
with 700 troops aha ilk) horses on the
14th day of J uiy, 1855 my rating was
military siewaro s mate, mere wet
between 00 and ,0 commissioned offi
cers in the cabin on the main deck, thenaval officer's quarters were on the
upper deck. When three days out the
report spread that the shin was on fire
which caused much consternation and
confusion for a while. The Are was
subdued by the aid of two powerful
pumps, one for pumping into the ves-
sel the other for pumping out, and bym rowing wet oianaets over tne natch
way. The sailors continued Dumnin
for some time after all danger was East
until the report was given out that the
snip was leaking, ana sure enough ti
all appearance the wa3. The enginee
stood by the engine, which was below
the maiu deck, up to his ankles in salt
water, driving the machine for all
was worth, aad he succeeded in land
ins her safe in tse harbor of Brestt
naval station on the coast of France
It turned out, on investigation, that
me cniei carpenter, wue bad charge of
the pump, had kept the wrong pump
going, and Instead of pumping water
out of the sh p they were pumpingwater in as naiu as "oia Harry ' would
li t them. The fire was caused either
from ignorar.ee or neglect of the en
gineer in cbaige, in allowing one of tne
ooileis to j.et so low in water as to
burn out son e of the upper tubes and
s.--t .fire to the wood-wor- k In close
proximity. Here we were detained for
three days while a gang of French
boiler inakt rs wereTepairiug the dam
age. Three days after leaving Brest
tne enginer, which made but slow pro
gress f lorn the first, refused to work
and for the next 24 hours we had to
sail under canvas, until a large steamer
steering .the same course took us iu
tow for two days more. From that
time on it was a coutlnued succession
of breakdowns and stoppages. The
main bearingsof the engines had to be
Kepi cool oy a continual stream from
the sea-wat- er hose. In consequence
of these delays we run short of water
and having so many horses on board
they bad td drink condensed water
from the boilers before It had time
to cool enough to be drinkable;
During the voyage out we lost one man
ovei board. - Boats were lowered, to
search for but did not find him, and it
could not be ascertained whether it was
an accident or suicide. - When
nearing Varna : we were suddenly
aroused from slumber, ; about one,
o'clock a. m., by an alarm that one of
the boilers was about to burst A num-
ber of the crew made for the fo'castlo,as far from the boiler room as pos-
sible, and waited until word came that
the danger was averted by withdraw-
ing the fire from nnderneath. The sto-
ker's beard and eyebrow were staged
off in the operation. We arrived at
Balaclava, at ts.e end of thelxth week,on a Saturday evening in time to wit-
ness a grand illumination in the sky, in
the direction of Sebastopol. The news
came on board that the 'light was
from the flames of the enemy's ship- -
picg in tne. naruor, set on ore by the
Russians tbemselves.and towards noon
further news was brought that the
last strongholds, the Malakofl and
Redan Towers, were In possession of
the French and English and Sebasto-
pol was taken. This put an end to the
war, after a two years hard struggle,
despite the (predictions ot both Armyana Navy that the war would be fin
ished tn six montns, . u

It took the Transit six weeks to reach
Balaclava, while the steamer Himalaya
accomplished the same distance, with
a cargo of troops, in eleven day and
some hours. About 14 or 1ft of our
horses died, and the remainder were
next to useless by poor feeding, and
drinking hot condensed water for one
half of the way. After landing onr
troops, and what remained of tho ani-
mals, we got orders to proceed to Scu-
tari and take home invalid soldiers to
England; - which occupied bur atten-tlo- h

for six" weeks more on the triphome. During the homeward trip one
accident happened fatally to one of tho
soldiers; while walking along the main
deck, and when opposite the enginehatchway, the ship gave a lurch and
pitched him clear over the hatchway on
top of the engine, crushing both legs
before the engine conld be stopped ; be
died- - In twenty minutes after. Two
cases ot that barbarous practice of tho
English . Navy took place on the out- -
wra trip, MoreiBgwuninecat o'nlne.

BEMIXI8CEBICEM OF THE CB1- -

HEAS WAS, -

By Vtab Man Warn Wu There.
Mine No. 3, A'lmt,

Editor Deseret Xev:

in the Semi-Week- ly News ol Jane
8th, appeared a note from John Rey
nolds, lu answer to an inquiry anout
tho gallant 00 in the battle of Bala f-
ernva. I always understood, fro m in-
formation received on the spot, that
the light cavalry went into that en
gagement 75 O strong, aud returned
wltn only eleven men. it happened
that I, In company with a number of
toy 8bipni&tes. went on shore to view
the scene of the conflict, shortly after
the engagement; dead ho rat a were
lying in all directions with their ac
coutrements untouched, un the way
to the front we met several ambulance
wagons coming In with the dead and
wounded.' In some places the ground
was thickly strewn With grave shot,
the orders (old Nicholas) sent to his
army having been to "give them grape
shot, grape shot;" and to take Balak- -
lava at any cost, because most ol tne
ammunition, forage and provisions of
the allied armies were stored there.
Had the liussians succeeded In accom
plishing their designs. In all probabil-
ity they would not only have destroyed
the sniDPlDE in the harbor, but wouia
have driven the English army Into the
sea. . -

To briefly describe Buaklava. it was
a natural harbor, situated on the Black
Sea. nine m Ilea. from Sebastool, in tl e
form of a basiuTCauat one wile iu cir
cumference, surrounded on throe sides
bv hiirh rocky cliffs. The entrance was
gig zag aud ust sufficiently wide to
allow a two-deck- er war shiy to pass
iutotbe basin, which was deep enouaii
to float vessels ol the largest build.

Early In the morning of the. day the
battle was fought, as a precautionary
move, the shipping in the harbor was
ordered out to the open sea, our vessel.
the paddle steamship fcwiprrpr, ol tiuii,
among tne nuinoer. xuis vessel, nav- -
ing euDcrlor saloon and cabin ac
commodation, was chosen by Lord
Kaztan. commander - in - cuiei ot
to convey nis siarr oi omcers, m
number! 47 horses, nnd oou ol his regi
ment, the 19i,h, to Scutari, ou the lios- -

1 Joined the ship in London,Jihorous. of baker aud assistant
to the saloon cook, we proceeded to
PiVmontb. got our troops, crew, and
carina aboard and were second on iu
list to starpforthe seat of war; the
City of London, paddle steamer, ol
Aberdeen, preceeding us by 24 hours.)
We landed our troops all safe at Sen
tarl, and were employed for about two
moutns tnereauer, aiong wiiu otner
steamers, in picking up transport sail
ing vessels with troops and towing
them up to headquarters. The French
trooDs made their headquarters at
(JalliDoli. a Turkish town of the Dardi,
nelles. Wheu the firltisQ and French
troops were all landed at their several
headauartere. the , steamers, with as
many sailing vessels as they could tow
together with the Turkish fleet and
traasDorts and allied armies ou boatd
proceeded to Varna, a town on ttoe
Black Sea, about 170 miles from Bala-klav- a.

At this place the cholera broke
out and made sad. havoc among tbc
trofina. Oat skipper fell a .victim to
this scourge; notwithstanding all that
could be done to save mm. ne aieit in
six hours illness.

In the midst Of this distress, orders
Were given to proceed to Balakliava
The three allied armies, with all ibel
munitions of war,, were shipped in one
day from Varna, to join tne amen
fleets awaiting them at a place called
Baltchick Bay. When all was arranged
the scene tnat presented itseit was
trulv grand. At all points, as far as
thA eva could discern, was a coiuulei.
of forest masts. Conversation was kt pt
uo bv flair signal teleerapuy bctweeu
the vessels, it may be noted in pass
inz. that the Bosphorous, in some
parts, is a verynariow gut, wktn
strong, seven mile an hour current
runmu from the Black Sea towards
the iolden Horn, aud it forms tie
key to the Mediterranean, so
much coveted by the ftusslaps, an

- The da previous to the fliht, an of
fleer, of the rank of post captaiu, came
on board, our S' earner and gave orders
to the skipper to have all hands on
deck. After ail were formed In line, he
commenced .to harrangue the crew
about what was to be done on the mor-
row, predicting1 that the combined
fleets would smash up the forts, Se-

vastopol would fall and the day after
we were to have a glorious feast of
roast beef and plum pudding to cele-
brate the event. He wound up his
speech by asking those to step forward
who would volunteer to tow a couple
of llne-of-bat- tle ships, lashed along
side the Emperor, to within gun-sh- ot

range of the ports. The idea of such
a thin iron shell of a steamer as the
Emperor was, to venture within gun-
shot range, where a couple of bails
would have sent her to the bottom in
20 minutes, was too absurd. Seeing
that none of the crew would consent,
he wrathfully told us he would seud a
boat from Her Majesty's Navy and take
ns all aboard a man-of-w- ar and make
us tight. On making enquiry abont the
matter we learned that, before leaving
the cabin he bad primed himself with a
tumbler of brandy, and that he wen t
far outside of his orders. However,we
did tow ia two line-o- f. battle ships next
day, and then retired to a safe distance
and cast anchor.

With a calm sea ,and a clear sky we
could see where the balls from the
Uussian forts struck the water. The
British on the right, the French in the
middle and the Turks on the left, pep-
pering away at the forts for turee
hours and a half, but, beyond blowing
ut the magazlue of Fort Constantine,
about 20 minutes afier the action com-
menced, and boarding the fert, which
was done by the crew of the Agamem-
non, very little impression was made.
During the. night following, the Bus-sia- na

sank a number of their war vessels
across the mouth tit the bay, opposite
the forts, which prevented all lurther
operations of the neeta dnriug the
winter. As many of the crews, ma-
rines and gunners, as could be sparedl,
were marshalled and equipped for ser-
vice to assist the army on snore.

The next thing of any importance
that happened was the great gale of
Nov. 14tn, lo4, in the iilack Sea, in
which some millions worto of shipping
waa destroyed, buch was tho force of
tho gale that all' ot the vessels driven
ashore dragged both, anchors along
with them. Tho most 'unfortunate of
aU was the loss of the; iron screw
ateamer iYiacc, having ou board a
cargo valued at over a million pound
sterling, in winter clothing and money
to pay the troops. She was anchored
ou-si- de of Balaklava, under the lea of
a rocky cliff, and, a tne gale was blow-
ing inshore, they got steam np, but,
wnoii heaving anchor.
