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A LONG SWIM.

'WENTY MILESIN LEss Ti1AN

B1X HOULE,

The Loudon Telegraph of July 7,
has the following: **Frederick
Cavill, a professional swimmer,
yesterday, essayed lo swim from
Loundon Bridge to Qravesend, a
dJdistance by water of a little more
than twenty-five miles. (Cavill,
who is a powerful, muscular maun
of about thirty-nine years of age,
welghing  fourleen stone three
pounds, and standing five feet eight
inches ana a balf high, last year
swam [rom the Star and Garter at
Putuey to Blackwall, a distance of
about thirteen and a gquarter miles,
and it is stated that he contem-
plates tryiog to eross from Dover to
Calnis somelinie next mouth.

‘‘IHHe also intends toswim from
Southampton to Portsmouth, and
from Beachy Head to Brighton.
tach of these journeys is about
twenly miles long. Cavill wore a

tight gauze Jersey, and that
as well as his in wus well
rubbed with porpoise oil. A well-

filled steamer accompanied the
swimmer. T'he tide was a very slug-
gish ebb Dr. Turner was in a smull
skiff; which kept elose to Cavill
threughout. The latter’'s two young
soos, Harry and Charlie, aged res-
pectively six j a half aud four
and a halfy, plubged into the water
with him, but did not stay there
long. Cavill began his task at 2 88,
cheered by a large crowd of people
who had assembled on London
bridge and the adjacent plers. He
started at a steady pace swimming
on his right side. BSt, Katherine’s
docks were breasted at 3.04, and the
Tupnel pier five minutes later.
The Horse-ferry Dry Dock was
reached at 3.23, and by this time
Lhe weather which had been over-
cast, became very fine, and the
sun shone out brilliantly. Mill-
wall pler was reached in one hour
an: seven minutes from the start,
and just after this, SBampson, a
man who had been swimming
against Cavill up to this point,
gave ug. He had been in the wa-
ter an hour and thirteen minutes,
and, though he never wstood g
chance as a competitor, and was
fully 200 yards behind when he
laft the water, he still exhibited
some skill. Off Blackwall Pier—
time 4.23—Cavill took Lis first re-
freshment. The boyson the Mar-
ine Soclety’s trminitng ship at
Woolwich gave the swimmer a
hearty cheer as he passed. The
afternoon was now gloriously fine.
Below Woolwich the affair became
somewhat monotonous, and it was
evident that the tide would not
last long enough to enable the
swimmer to saccomplish his self
imposed task, The Half-way House
was reached at 5.55, so that three
hours and seventeen minutes had
been taken in covering a little
over twelve and one half miles.
<till Cavill went bravely on, and
Erith was passed about 06:50, At
7:25 the Long Reach Tavern was
passed, The : Alexandria saloon
steamer had just before been pas-
sed, golng up stream, crowded with
passen The Doctor here re-
ported Cavill to be ‘All right,”and
ho ‘were frecly expressed that,
after all, he would accomplish the
distance. He new came abreast a
fine, large tralning ship, and the
boys manning the yards gave bim
a loud burrah, Further down
stream the cheering e gen-
eral.

The swim,
theugh not entirely successful,
gave evidence that Cavliill is quite
a frst-class swimmer, and it may
be taken for grauted thatin any
future attempt at long distaunces he
will mot fail for want of strength,
pluck or determination.”’
