Bull is a man of thoroughly eavage
and warlike desires, wishing the
Sioux to leave the agencies and ra
tions and go out and live on buftalo
meat, as in good old times.

Several hours' conference con
tinued in this way. Those In line
anxiously wondered how it could
break up without bloodshed, when

commotion was observed in the
crowd, the parties separating as
mietJy as though they were civi

lized belligerents on both sides,and
the Indians took their departure,
promising to 'return earlv on the
next morning, while the Fifth In
fantry took its way back to Cedar
Creek, escorted part of tho way by

few fleetly mounted Sioux. If in
thiscouucil it had been intended to
delay General Miles' march, it was

failure. Ho marched as far as he
could in the direction necessary to
go in order to reach the Sioux
That night every precaution was
taken to prevent surprise, but no
disturbance occurred. Karly the
next morniug (October 21) the com
maud moved out northward along
Cedar Creek a few miles.

Shortly those significant little
moving black spots appeared far in
our front, and word soon came back
that.about bOu Indianwere in front
or us. Luno or battle was formed,
the train closed up.and the Kodman
gun brought forward, while the
whole line stoadily advanced. A
white nag now appeared from a
prominent knoll on the left front.
telling that another conference was
to come. The ground on which we
were now marching was usually
rolling prairie, with tracks of bro
ken, jumbled, rocky and udgy
ground near Cedar (keek on the
left, gradually descending toasimi
iar track on theTigbt, and rising to
a point on a range capped on the
Jelt ty use high knoll on which tlu
Indians appeared and beyond
winch nothing could be seen. Tl
liae was advanced to this range, the
knoll occupied, for which purpose
tho Sioux retired fiune exactly
like it 1(X yards beyond, nina the
Hodman and company were placed
on it.. Ihe train was placed in
hollow in the rear, and tho n.-u- al

skirmish lino around.
When we reached tho iidge I

have described above. or
wild, savage pageantry burst upon
the vision, htich as seldom falls to
the lot of " to behold, and which
nju.i" every Fifth Infantry heart
thrill with tho feeling expressed in
Custar's cry, "Custer's luck." Here
w:us the biggest village I ever saw,
and the landscape com polled with
the rest of the picture. From the
ridge on which tho lino was placed
the prairie descended by a series of
swells down to a creek a few miles
in front.

On the left the knoll mentioned
was but Ihe first of a long succes-
sion stretching to tho left and end-

ing in a high ridge. On the right
tho ground descended to the creek,
having high hills along the sides.
This creek bends around in front
of tho described field, and beyond
it roso precipitously the ground in
broken knolls to the high divide in
tho far blue distance. It was on
this field .tho Fifth Infantry gazed,
but it was not the field that aston-
ished thuw, for on every knoll,
dispersed through tlw wholo field,
,and in solid mass on the far seen
divide, appeared the savage forms
of the Sioux. Hither and thither,
to and fro, were riding perturbed
horsemen like a neot ot ants when
routed.- - The dingy warriors swarm
ed around and about, filling the
knolls and ravines and ridges and
pressing around our flanks and rear.
Fjven beyond the heavy mass on
the divide appeared another mass,
doubly massive and heavy and
black, which even a glass could
only make out an immense throng,
without being able to detect riders.
A more magnificent spectacle was
never beheld, or a scene more wor
th v tho brush of painter or pencil
of artist. On tho knoll luimoulately
in front of the first were assembled
the bearers of tho white flag. One
company and most of the officers
went forward between the two
force?. Indians soon swarmed to
that point by tho dozen: but no
meeting could be arranged here, so
General Miles directed that it
should take place op a small hillock
immediately in front of his line,
and that Sitting Hull draw up his
line on tho other bide. I his was
substantially agreed to, and the
two parties met at this point, with
the two lines duly formed.

G V M N AST 1 CJ T liA I NJ NO FOR GlULS
in German v. Gymnastic exer
cista tor yonrig ladies have been
the custom for some time in a nurn
ber of educational establishments
In Germany, and compulsory in all
the upper town schools for girls at
Berlin. This system is now extend
ed, since October 1, to all the com
mon schools for girls in the German
capita!. Some opposition has for
years been attempted oh the part
of mothers: but the movement for
the better physical education of the
female sex is now rapidly spread
ng. At present, in. spite of the

obligatory character of gymnastics,
nearly one half of the girls can
still obtain a dispensation from it
through certificates granted at the
instance of the mothers. A public
display was held a few days ago at
Uerliu in the gymnastic hall or the
town, by one of the educational
establishments for young ladies,
when the exercises were performed
with great precision and elegance.
Between the various parts of the
programme tne gins sang patriotic
songs. An agitation la being set on
foot now, in connection wun the
Peetaloim Society, for holding sim
ilar displays at regular intervals, as
a part of the public school system.

COUNCILS AND FIGHT BE-

TWEEN GEN. MILES AND
GENERAL SITTING BULL.

Mouth of Cabin Creek, M.T.,
. October, -- I, lS7t. a

u.n"tiliexpecijiB(l chanere has cerue
ofeC. the face bt the late lj desolate
state ":cft the Hioux war. Close upon
the report that 1,Q0C lodges of Sioux
Bad left fetandiug liock agency
came a delay in the regular supplytram trom Ulendivo. INothinp: was
hoard from it for several dajTs af-
ter the proper time had arrived for a
t to reach us, and we beitan to fear

for its safety. Scouts sent out could
not find it. General Miles, in con-
sequence,

a
gavo orders for the Fifth

Intantry to take fourteen days sup
plies and march to the relief of the
supposed corralled train. The two
companies of the Twenty-secon- d

Infantry were left as camp guards.
On tBe morning of the 17th tho
order was given, and long before
daylight the troops were in readi
ness for a start, villi' eight pack- -
mules per company and a few wag
ons. ry one was alive to the
necessity of marching promptly to
the relief of the train. ' The eross- -

ug of the Yellowstone river was
commenced In the mackinawa and
one flat boat and linished by 11a.
m., when the march was promptly
talten up and the old Fifth tiled
out through a long, narrow ravine
in slender column, but looking
sturdy and solid on this, its first
expedition as a regiment, since tho
Utah campaigu.

It numbered about 1 w men ail
old. march was continued

without intermission until about
dusk, when fifteen miles hud been
nassed over, and a lialt was maue
and collee taken. Hero we wailed
for ammunition wagons to come up
They ar fit pd little alter dark, and

ing tne weary men piouucu lor
ward after a snort sleep and marcn
ed ten miles, when another halt for
coffee was allowed.

Shortl v after starlinir a cloud of
horsemen were observed galloping
towards us, and proved to be
of the scouts who had been sent
forward. They reported the train
uomiug. and also that they had had
s Hns sharn fii'ht with iiit
twenty I ndians.wlio had killed one
of their number, and tuey had Hill
ed seven Judiaus wlnlo they were
in the advance. The train came in.. i i . .i .

.sisrnt. and soon t oiuuei tjus roue
tin.

It appeared mat tne train had
left with a couple of companies and
had been attacked by the Indians,
who- - had captured about forty
mules,which compelled it toretnru
to (ilendlve. colonel tnis then
took five of his companies and
broueht the train safely through
though having had a sharp running
fizht with about 300 Indians. Durr
inc several days the Indians renew
ed thesa attacks, charging boldly
down on the tram and Bring on our
men, but they were, on every occa
sion speedily driven away. Two
friendly Indians who had been sent
from Standing Hock by Gen. Car
lin had come in under a white flag
to tell Col. OjUs that the hioux
wished him tocome out and have
a talk with them, which he had
declined to do. A letter had a.'so
been found put upon a stick, sigued
Sitting Bull, ordering trains to
cease running through that coun-
try and frightening the buffalo.
The Sioux had found in their three
daj-s- ' experience that their old ene-

mies, the Twenty-secon- d, are no
more to be trifled with now than
formerly, and jn Col. Otis a man
they could neither stop uor whip.
Three of the Twenty-secon- d were
wounded and many Indians. were
seen to fall from their pottles. That
day' the two commands camped
near each oilier and rested. The
next day each took its lino of
march the Twenty-secon- d to Ton-

gue liiver and the Filth to find the
hostilea, after sending back fift'
men to complete the- - quarters, al-

ready well under way.
That day the Fifth marched fif-

teen miles and camped on Cherry
Creek without 'having seen ' any
evidence of Indiana beyond a few
carcasses of hutl'alo.

On the next day, eight milts be-

yond Cedar Creek, where the
'Twenty-secon- d had seen the lutt
of the Indians, two Indians were
seen coining over 1110 11111 wun a
svhite flag, which was tlie prelude
to what wa? the most ifiinarkablo
Pcenor which has ever taken place
in Indian warfare. The Indians,
who proved to be those sent from
Standing llock, brought word that
Sittinsr Bull wished to have a talk
with General Miles with a view to
surrendering the Indian?. About
lod soon- - appeared oh the brow ot a
hill soma; distance away. They
were so suspicious and .doubling
that it seemed scarcely ipossible to
arrange a meeting, especially as
(Jen. Miles' interpreter vas absent.
Finally Lieutenant Bailey, acting
adjutant, consented to co over to
the hostiles with the two friendly
Sioux. There ho found a white
interpreter of Sitting Bull's, and,
after much difliculty, a meeting
was arranged to take place between
the lines, with a few followers on
each side. Everything-bein- con
ceded to iho reds, fcxeept the re
moval of a Hodman gun, which
was frowuimr down from a neigh
boring .height, and '.which, caused
tne Indians imicu uneasiness, gen-
eral Miles rodo out, followed by
his staff and orderlies, his line be-

ing arranged with a company on
each flanking hill and under the
Hodman eun, his train surrounded
ly a-- skirmish line to the rear of the

--whole. '
Havinir moved out several hun

dred yards General Miles halted
near the centre and awaited what 1

appeared an hour. Lieutenant
i;ailey having returned and gone
Lack to the reds, at last a motion
was observed In the hostiles, and
there appeared a line of acme dozen
warriors, dismounted, marching
forward in ;perfect line, without
rifles, accompanied by others
mounted and armed.' Slowly they
moyetl forward .until tbey arrived
about thuty yards from the Gener
al's party and halted, desiring him
to "dismount. General Miles and
stafl then dismounted and moved
Up, when the circle was formed. It
.waaa magnificent spectacle from the
lines, and. one ot most painful ex
cruciatihg" interest and uneasiness
ori - both- - sides the' Sioux to get
their wishes and the w hites in re
membrance of the Can by a(Iair.
This became especially so In the
Fifth when the mounted and armed
warriors came forward by the dozen
and completely feurrouuded the lit
tle group of onrcera. , ,

" The council was much as usual,
the Indians complaining in their
speeches, of .Una .trains, .passing
through and frightening' away the
buffalo, of the occupation, of their
winter home, .; of foUojwhiig, and
fighting them i etc ,

i Sittinjr-Bull- ,
pre-eminen- tly their

cMef fighting man, cannot talk or
expreaa his thourbte. "VW-talk- ,

but he is our fighting chief," so
spoke their orator, Fretty Bear.
Many prominent chiefs were at the
council. Long and earnest was the
conffrepce, th troops awjalting the
issue in tne uiuer coiu. iue x nut-
ans were extravagant in their de
mands, asking the withdrawal of
the troops at Fort Buford and the
cessation of trains going through.
But such demands were gradually
abandoned. Ueuerat jvuies persist
ed in demanding simply that they
should go to the Tongue River and
put themselves under epijectlon to
