Schuyler's preliminary report of
his investigation into the outrages
in Bulgaria fully confirms the
worst that has been told of the
atrocities. He found that much of
the slaughter was done by Turkish
soldiers. He denounces the report
of the Turkish commission con-

cerning these outrages, as a mass
of falsehoods. He declares that
sixty-fiv- e villages were burned i'i
thete districts and 15,00.) men,
women and children were killed.

Peace Prospects.

peace in the East depends upon
ourselves. It rests with the repre-
sentatives of England to speak
words that should be decisive for
peace or war. It depends upon our
embassador in pressing the Porte to
agree to an armistice. Whether
the armistice shall or shall not be
concluded, if his language is clear
and strong, the thing will be done.
