ago by tnat dreadful scOurge.At 10 p. id. the train waa movicg.and
all night while going through northern
Mississippi a&d Alabama, tne train
went 00 miles an tour. Sunday morn-

ing ,we crossed the Tennessee Klver
twice on Iron bridges, each three
fourths of a mile long, and raa throughtne eastern part fcl ice iaie oi xeo-ncss- ee.

The train was crowded with
negroes going to a camp-meetin- g at
wniiesiae, a cosy mne village near
Chattanooga. These are a happy peo
ple, and delight in twitting each other.
"Hello cruoder uemas, wner be you
gwlnt?" "Gwlneter camp meetin'."
"Same heab, but, say, I ehant
go on cis train cepiin-

riving at Chattanooga Blders Ilenin-ga- r,

Haymore, and Millard bid us
adieu, having reached their field ot
labor. All me way irom Aiempois we
had been tfll cted with a cross.crabbed
and surlv conductor, who waa annoy
ing to every passenger, and just bef-
ore reaching Chattanooga we had to
pass the quarantine Inspector who, on
we learning were "Mormons," turned
as vert the tender mercy of a news-
paper reporter. We are now on his-
toric ground, Shllob, Missionary Ridge
and Look Out Mountains arc in sight,
and we cross the line ot Sherman's
famous march to the sea. '

East Tennessee is a beautiful rural
country, neat houses, good farms.
grassy, roiling bins, nne cat lie, ana
now and then a log house without
chinking apparently rilled with negro
heads which appeared at every aper-
ture.
i At Chrlstitnsburg, Va., we were de-

tained about ten hours by a landslide
which wrecked an engine and two cars
Just ahead of us. I he Allegheny and
lime mo f? mountains- - are passea
through on the Norfolk & Western road
and furnish as beautiful scenery as can
be desired. Here we meet many Vir
ginians who are as proud at being bora
in this state as Londoners are wno are
bora withiu a certain distance of Bow
Bells Church.

At Lynchburg the writer hereof parts
witu all his Utah friends, and alone
goes on to Washington, arriving at 9 .10
p m. lion. John. T. Calne was very
kind in showing me the line govern-
ment hnildln4 of this eleeant cttv.
a'so took mo to Congress. Heard the
Rouse discuss the irrigation of the
arid lands la the west, and the Senate
the Chinese question. Saw several faces
in beta houses, which I readily recog-
nized having often seen tbem in the
illustrated papers. In several respects
the outward appearance of Washing-
ton is finer tuan that of London or
Paris. I" do cot attempt to describe
our nation's capital, wbici is worthy
and typical ot the great people whose
laws are made here. After two days
la this city I went to Baltimore and
made arrangements to enter the col
lege named at tne head or my letter.

CALIFORNIA SOCIETY.

How It Appears to a Visitor. The
Advantages of the Golden State

Set Forth.

Editor Desfret News:
California society seems to partake

of the spirit of that gaiety which per
vades all nature in this proline region.
As the country favors the acquisition
of every earthly comfort, so it seems
to inspire its inhabitants with a desire
to enjoy the pleasures of life. The
visitor cannot but be Impressed with
the idea that CiUfornlanj believe 'in
having a goad tims, and are faithful to
their creed. The country supplies the
very best of wine, and they drink jt,
and don't forget to treat their friends.
Much is exported. The Parisians pur-
chase it and whan properly doctored
and labelled it makes good French
wine for invalids in London and New
York. California also abounds in
iovtly women and pretty flowers, and
with splendid horses tad lusclou-- t

fruits, and everything to please the eye
and the taete. Almost any community
can enjoy life, it seems to me that is
as life goes in its usual acceptation.

The climate is graded and genial,
and the soil very superior,so that any-
thing planted lu the right locality will
grow, and would thrive,they Bay, with-
out care or cultivation. But ah vege-
tation can of course be improved by
skillful husbandry, and this is applied
In California, esptcially In some parts,
to a marked degree. And when we add
to these the advantages of a splendid
seaboard for important export and an
immense inland region to be supplied,
what can binder the temporal prosper
ity of such a place? Is It any wonder
that population Increases, that wealth
abounds, and that to be considered
rich a man mast own from ten to
twenty-fiv- e millions?

The ease with which paying crops
can be raised, and money mad a
in the various lines of trade and
business, tends to render Cajtfornians
more liberal and open htarted than
people less favored. But easy circum-
stances with all their apparent advant-
ages have some drawbacks. They tend
to produce a laxity in matters of reli-
gion, and may even affect morality it-
self. So churches are apt to be thinly
attended, while theatres, bathing re-
sorts aad other attractions ot that
character draw crowds of Sabbath
spectators. Small churches and large
school houses and public-garde-ns seem
to be the sentiment of thli age, and it
is no less so in the west than ia other
parts of the country. Still there
is a nice sprinkling of buildings for
religious worship, and some five halls
for lectures on secular subjects. The
religious and the worldly elements
are sometimes pretty well mixed up.
1 have In the same building seen on
one side ot the hallway a meeting of
religions worshippers in their sabbath
devotions, while on the other side sev-
eral young bloods were wielding the
cue ia a game of billiards. And below
the fascinating mixer of medicines
could be induced to provide a specific
suited to the wants of either cloth, at
"two for a quarter." Birs are run at
the various resorts on Sundays, so
that no "Jot or tittle" of etjoyment
may be witheld from the lover of
pleasure, whose appetite may suggest
the "Juice of the vine," or wcose
bronchial apparatus calls for a
"whisky and gum." If the scriptures
had been made to read that the Sab-
bath should be a day of recreation in
stead of 4,rest,H there would be no
lack of evidence that the command-
ment was well kept.

Of course these comments do not
apply universally to all residents of
the Golden State. I am well ac-
quainted with some waom I visited in
their homes. Many of them are sincere
spiritual- - minded people. And all I
have become intimate with are tem-
perate, thoughtful and prudent, and
possess more than ordinary good sense
and Jadgment in the affairs of life, both
public and private. In fact, whether
we travel east or west, we find good
people, and all writers are perhaps too
critical of what appears to come in
contact with their notions of a well
ordered civilization. Tne people of
Salt Lake have suffered so muca from
unfair criticism, that bo resident ot
Utah should ever indulge in it at the
expense of others. So this description,is given of society as it appeared to
me, and as. The visitor of a few weeks
only ia likely to apprehend it in bis
rambles around the most beautiful
and attractive part of our laad.

NEW JERSEY VS A FLUrrER.
New Jersey has been excited over
the pulpit futterances of Rev. M. V.
McUuffie at the Baptist church in New
llrunswlck. It appears that a scandal
had been created 1. that town by the
ruin of a young musical amateur, In
which several 'respectable men were
concerned, and which had beencovered
up to some extent by the e forts of
lawyers. The minister made it hot for
these attorneys Tind took occasion to
descant upon the general morals of the
city. Said he:

"Judging from statements I Jhave
heard, there are oCQ Infentiie murders
committed In this city by physicians
every year. The people need to be
taught, not only that this destruction
of Me is ruinous to health, and the
cause of disease, but that it is murder
sod a sin against God. There are
physicians, who knowing the penalty
of the Jaw upon those who thus des
troy life, use their knowledge to make
whatever demand they choose upon
the guilty parties. The married women
are said to be as bad in this respect as
the unmarried."

The bold preacher then read a letter
he had received from the superintend
tut of a N ew York institution for the
reclamation of fallen women, which
ehowed that the majority of the In
mates, by their own written confession,
were "first corrupted and Influenced
to lead a life of fihame.by their family
physicians." J

Ams was a DomD6neii in the camp
and has stirred eoclety to its Inner
depths. It is well known that the vile
practices denounced by the Baptist
preacher are common in society, par
ticularly in its upper circles. We refer
t the prevention and destruction of
pre-nat- al life which Is so fashionable
in practice but so unfashionable to
denounce. It is one of tae crying sins
of this licentious age, and one which
will surely bring down the wrath of an
offended God and the inevitable penal-
ties of violated nature.

Considering the condition el affairs
discloied by the preacher, it is not to
ba wondered at that the plons people

I his city arc pronounced In their
opposition to . the "Mormons" and
ready to do their part to bring TJtah
into the ways of the world, even if it
has to be done by force.

That Baptist minister will have to be
careful if he values his position. Too
much truth-tellin- g has cost msre lam
ous pulpit orators thao he their lit
ing.

SALT, LAKE TQ BALTIMORE.

A Kacy and Graphic Description of
Scenery, Cities and lueldenta on' the Jlne of the Joarnty.

CoLLcoa or Phtsicuxs and
Surgf.oxi, Baltimore, Maryland,

September 1, 1868.
Editor Deseret News:

Ia the language of the people here.
"I reckon tfcere la a powerful 'differ-
ence" between Maryland and Utah.
Settled in 134 by English Catholics,
this is one of the oldest states in the
Union, and seme of the customs and
ways of the olden time obtain here to
day In a slightly modified '"iOtnftper-hap- s.

On the ;V.h Inst, with four of oar
mieaionaries I boarded the D. A B. G
eastward express at Salt Lake aad we
soon were winding through the Was-
atch Mauntaias via Spanish Fork
Cahn. The train carried a largenumber of tourists, some of whom
were people of intelligence and learn-
ing. These people and many of the
thinking people here In the cast, look
on the present crusade In Utah as a
gigantic piece of national .hypocrisy,oorn oi mat accursed monster, relig-
ious persecution. .

The Government has failed to con
vince thousands of its best and most
conscientious citizens of .the mor-
ality or . the Justice of the
present raid on tne Mormons. We
will now look out of the car window
as toe traia Is approaching Castle
Gate, through which we pass into Cas-
tle Valley. The gate ts made of col-
umns of stratified sandstone, standing
up on each side of the track between
20 and SCO feet, and on the north
tower same person of ambition has
placed the stars and stripes. The walls
of the cation here are weathered into
very odd shapes. The goblins of the
air have here commanded the winds to
carve them out gods and images.
wQicn tney worship on dark nights,
when their altars are lighted by the
lurid flashes of lightning. The settlers,
cabins dot the barren lands alongfrice Ktver, ana show tne traveler the
Utah of twenty years ago. People
craaiea in me lap oi ease, irainea in
the etiquette ot the drawing room,
schooled In 'the best colleges, some-
times are so iinoiant as to laueb
or saeer at these humble homes
and their frugal lakabitants. Yet
these are the pioneers of mankind who
prepare tne way tonne fertile fields,
the fruitful orchards and the beautiful
cities which in a short time will appearon the land now being consecrated by
the sweat aad tears cf the settler and
by the ashes of his cam fire.
"The 'pioneers of colonization" In

America are fast being "gathered to
their fathers," bat the thoughtful of
tue present ana coming generation
will say of the migmy cities, the bend-
ing fruit trees, and the smiling fields :

"These are monuments of the to
neers " On the mors log of the Cth
we looked out to find the train rushing
up the Black Cfion of the Gunnison
on a snake-liketra- ck which must have
been very difircutt for even skillful
engineers to locate. From the clear
sparkling waters of the Gunnison, the
black" metamorahlc walls of the csrion
rise perpendicularly into the air two
or three thousand ftet, and how
he locating surveyors ever got

along to mark out the road-tra- y

we are puzzled to determine
Ascending higher into the mountains
the country becomes quite level and
on the meadows bordering the river
stands Gunnison City, which during
the gold boom of '83 and '31 contained
8.000 people; but today it is only a
common town of only 1000 people, taanv
of whom are raising stock for which
the country 1s well adapted. There
are three schools, seventeen saloons
and five churches, of the last only two
pay well enough to run. The city is
lighted wun gas, nas an immense ran
mr m i4 K Aril- 11 f A nit rvnKlf fSMltlinna
but the death of the place is attested
by tae many empty nouses.

Leaving Sargent behind two err a
pufflag, glowing engines, on a steep
grade, we begin to zigzag In majestic
curves around hills, over ravines.
through deep cuts, gloomy snow sheds
ana groves oi trees, reaching at last
Marshall Pass the summit of the
Rockies. 10.856 feet above the , sea
The train steps a short time and the
passengers ct off and go out of the
enow snea wmcn nete covers tne track.
The air Is light, cold and so clear that
tne grand scenery Dams oi snow
Bending ellvery rivulets over emerald
carpets to be lost In gloomy groves ot
pine; oceans oi mountain peaks, some
smooth and grassy, others composed
of rugged. Jutting boulders and look
lng down from tae home of the storm
king far abeve timber line with stony
contempt at their less elevated com
paniona can be seen with remarkable
distinctness.

Like those who have written dea
crlptions ol this road for K. It. guides,I will say BOthlng of the many long,
gloomy, dismal snow shedB through
which the train passes in coming up to
Marshall Pass. The run down to
Salida ts very pleasant in good weather
and occupies only a short time. Salida
is a good sized wwn and is well built
it Is on the .muddy Arkansas River,
down which the train winds into the
Rsyal Gorge a mighty chasm in the
rocks, a gigantic fissure in the moun-
tains. The track is serpentine, wind-
ing in and out around sharp
corners, under, huge masses of
everhanging rock, and at one placeshoots across the chasm on an Iron
bridge which hangs between the cliffs
over the rnshing river by means ol
Iron brackets fastened in the. rocks
above. As we look st the Btreak of
blue sky through the opening In the
rocks far abeve us, we are lost In
thought and have no language in which
to express our admiration of the
grand piece of .engineering which made
the 13. & K. G Bail way. a : reality :
