p. m. as the time when the formal ex- -
erclses at the Executive Mansion would
be&jn. .Before the hour, 150 or 200 in-

vited guests, comprising some of the
best-kn9- peoples ot , Washington,
and including a large number of ladies,assembled in ' the; spacious ''East
Uoom" of the Presideutial residence,
Where the ceremonies were to take
place. No attempt had been mad ; to
decorate the room; and it appeared
precisely as usual, except that on the
eastern side, near one of the central
windows, stood a ; small mahoganytable bearing the telegraph Instrument,
ud behiud it, on an easel, was a large

picture of the New Orleans buildings
nod grounds, - beautifully- - framed in
iresbroae'ouefs and jcarnations inter-
woven with smilax and maiden hair
ferns. The frame was surrounded by
a floral scroll, composed mostly of
white - carnations, upon which , the
words "To the President" aoneared in
red and blue immortelles. Tnis was a
token presented by the board of man
aement of the exposition. Among the
distinguished persons who strolled
back and forth through the east room
talking or listening to the music of the
Marine band, and wa'ting the begin-
ning of the ceremonies, were most of
the members jf the diplomatic corps
and president ArthurVCabinet, with
their wives the President of the Sen-
ate, Speaker of the House, W. W.
Corcoran, Geo. Bancroft, she eminent
historian, Lawrenoe Barrett, Gen. Van
Vleet, Minister Rosier, with Mrs. Fos-
ter and their danghten Mayor Smith of
Philadelphia, Marshall C. McMichacl,
Mrs. Chief Justice Walte, Mrs, Justice
J'ield aud many others. There were
also present special committees from
the House and Senate representing the
