Thev said the "Mormons" paid no at
tenllen to their orders. We realized
we were native born American citi
zens, bad broken no law of uod nor
man and we only sought to worship
God In the manner revealed to us. ana
to promulgate the Gospel ot Jesus
Christ as laid down in the Bible, which
thev claimed to believe in.

On the 25tb and 2tith tbey held prayer
meetings, calling on their ixrd ior aid
to help them to drive out two or three
men who were armed with the word of
God, and who took the law book oi
the Lord for their defense. On the
16th we filled our appointment at
the residence of J. P. Irvln, eix miles
from here, near Mumforci. V e beard
of the mobbers threats and returned
to Silver Bun. On our wa7 Mr. II. S.
Harrison sent the mob word that be
was prepared for them. On; the 27th
there congregated at Silver Kan Sta
tion in the neighborhood oi &0 men.all
armed with shotguns, rifles and pistols,
and mounted on bones and mules, and
all were ready to sweep down an those
two or; three who neia tne r.ioie in
their tJaands to reprove the world of
unrighteousness.

All the morning the. sianal cans I

broke forth with sounds like prepara- - f
tlons for a tight. It was a battle be
tween man made doctrine aad the
Gosnel of Christ. Tbey met at 7 a.m.
bnt their hearts failed them and lear
came upon them for they saw death
ahead to somen tney went to tne
Harrisons' without the concent of the
leaders. So they satin counsel until
11 a.m.

At last they sent in a Mt of truce to
see it they might come and bunt for
three armed men they had seen eo into
the woods tbat morninic.

fects. Liquor dealing and liquor drink
ing are under the ban. They are not
legalized. They are not made respect
able by law. If unprincipled men
pander for money to depraved appe
tites, they do so at a risk which is pro
portioned to the faithful execution of
the law. If the liquor consumption la
ruatcrially diminished by prohibition
the benefit to the public is in the same
ratio. For it cannot be denied that
crime increases with the consumption
of Intoxicants, and 'that, the tide of
misery rises as the flood of liquor
flows.

The plea tbat problbition does not
prohibit because some persons peddle
intoxicants in spite of ordinances
against the traffic, appears very shal ¬

low when investigated. Should the
Jaw against larceny be repealed
because some men steal? Should bur
glary bo licensed ; because houses
are broken Into In defiance of the
law? Because there are assassins not
notwithstanding the statutes against
murder ought the Jurisprudence of
centuries to be changed? Where la
there an enactment that Is completely
effectual? Neal Dow's assertion that
the prohibition law is as Well executed
as any of the statutes in Malue, con
tains the gist of the answer to the
objection that prohibition does not
prohibit. If no law should be passed
that cannot be perfectly enforced, if
ordinances that are not held entirely
Inviolate should be repealed, then
every statute and municipal regulation
would have to be abolished and uni-
versal license become the rule. If pro-
hibition can be made as successful as
any othtr law, or even approximately
so, it cannot be fairly assailed on the
ground that It is not effectual.

Our position on this point bas been
several times defined. In those cities
ot our Territory where prohibition is
permitted by charter, and where the
population.! sufficiently large to war
rant It, the liquor traffic can be and
ought . to be prevented or suppressed.
In places where this is zot pos-
sible, whether by defect of charter
or other circumstances o an overpow
ortog, character, high license should be
maintained to regulate, the business as
well aa possible, keep, outlaw reports,
aud establish such restrictions will
keep the traffic within bounds and pro
dues revenue, to pay for the extra
police service required by reason of
the disturbances of public order which
the evil trade occasions. This endorse-
ment of Llgh license 19 only because
prohibition under the present con
dition of our local laws and their ad
ministration, and of tne mixed popu- -
lat on of our larger cities, Is in some
places Impracticable. It argues noth
ing against the general principle of
prohibition. In purely "Mormon"
towns and village?, intoxicants should
not be and, as a rule, are not pur
chasable. The world would be better
without them. Even considering the
cravings and appetites of so many
blbulants, if no more liquor was manu-
factured on earth, the sum of humau
happiness would be immensely In
creased. ' .,

ef Satan's army. Ho will count more
victims than any other devil in the
whole cohort of seducing spirits. All
the crimes la the catalogue and most
of the diseases that have dragged
down to death so many millions
of the bucuaa family may
be fonnd on the list of hi
agencies and triumphs. The blue
blazes of alcohol are like the fires of
the lowest hell, and its fames are the
vapors of the infernal pit. The spirit
that inebriates has its uses, but they
are not for human beverages. ' Let
prohibition have a fair chance and It
will prohibit.
