1881 when he killed a man named
tabe In a saloon row In Greenville For
this he was not entirely to blame but
lie was Pent to prison for ten Years
After Serving six ho was pardoned Sold
conducted himself well a few years
but again entered upon a criminal
career The fear of going bark to Fol-

som prison was the cause of his rash
deed Tho robbery tho trial and con
viction of Maxwell upon clrcumstan-
Ual evidence his subsequent confession
and restoration ot the treasure fol-

lowed by his tragic deed this morn-
Ing have kept the community In a
feverish state of excitement
