ize the l'rcaidcat of the United Statesto protect, and defend the rights of
American nahmx vessels. American
fishermen, American trading and other
vessels, iu certain cases, and for other
purposes," approved March ol, ml, it
snail oe lawiui ior me resident in his
discretion, by proclamation to taat ef
fect, to suspend in whole or in partthe transportation across the territoryoi me united aiates in oonu ana
without payment of duty, of goods,wares or merchandise imported or ex-

ported from tny lortign country from
or to the Uritish dominion in North
America.

Skction 2. Whenever the Presi
dent shall be satisfied that there
is any discrimination whatever
in .the ose of the Wetland ca-
nal, the St. Lawrence Itiver ca
nals, Chambly canal, or either of them,
wDttocr Dy tons, drawbacks, refund of
tolls or otherwise, which is. or mav be.
detrimental to the interest of the
United States, or any of its citizens.
it feball be lawful for the President in
his discretion to issue a proclamationto that effect, whereupon there stall
be collected a toll of twenty cents a
ton upon every foreign vessel and her
cargo passing through either the Sault
Me. iMane canal or the Kt. (JIair Flats
Caual, and the Secretary of the Treas-
ury may authorize and direct any of
the custom officers to collect the tolls
levied under this act. The President
may in his discretion when satisfied
there is any discrimination, prohibitthe ose of said canals to anr such for
eign vessel. The President, when sat--
stled such discrimination has ceased,

may issue his proclamation to tiat
effect In bis discretion, whereupon the
toil authorized by this act shall no
longer be collected, and such prohib-
ition, if ordered, shall cease.

Section 3. That the Secretary of
the Treasury is authorized to make auy
regulation needful Xo carry this act
Into effect.

At only one point was there any
thing like difference between-dem- o

Two Miaal.ilers Speak on t be Fisher-
ies Hucstlon- -

Twronto, Out., August 80. Five
thousand persons assembled at Hsg-gardvill- e,

Out., yesterday to listen toa
political address from Sir Hector
Langevin, minister of public woiks.
and Sir John Thompson, minister of
Justice. The speeches of both minis
ters were pregnant witu signiucanse,
being ttc first public utterances of
ministers of the government since.
President Cleveland's retaliatory
threats. Sir Hector Langevin sketched
the history of the fisheries dispute,
sho a lug tbe United Statt-- s fell back on
the treaty of 1818 ot their own accoG ;
that Uaoaaa was maintaining her
JustMghts. After a great deal ot labor
to adjust amerences amicaoiy oy
treaty, the United States Senators
frustrated their efforts. Then Presi-
dent Cleveland followed tbat up with
a threat to punish Canada. Wiiat for?
Because there is no treaty it was not
Canada's fault. (The President wanted
to stop Cauadian goods from comlnz
over American railways in boad, be-
cause American uhermsn are not per
mitted to bond their nsh over Canadi
an railways, but that right, wiih oth-
ers, was given up by the Americans
Ions aso in consideration oi the Lab
rador fishing advantages. These ad-
vantages she had and would not give
up, while the right to bond was de-
manded without concessions. Canada
had made many concessions. The
United States could not expect to have
all the conceding on Canada's side, lie
respected the dignity of the United
States, and he was sure they all did;
