In the early part of the harangue
(for T can call it nothing else) his
Honor takes a sudden and precip-
itous lurch from the matter before
him, and, like a comet, pursues an
orbit varying from that of all other
luminaties, until the exigency of
the case requires Lhim to return to
his peribelior. md do that which
other judges would have kept in
view throughout. But Judge Bore-
man has, among other ingredients
compozing his anatomy, a certain
amount of venom, ‘whiech, at the
very mientlisn of the word *“*Mor-
mon,” permeates  Lisa system so
thoroughly that all olher objective

peints are for the lime disre-
carded, and all his Honor's vin-
dictiveness is  pouted out upon

the people of Utah, A persox: would
naturally suppose that pronouncing
the solemn words which seal the
doom of a fellow being would cre-
ate a situation of a grave and im-
pressive character, such as would
give rise to feelings Lhe reverse of
those which prempt a Judge to

If the Judge had spoken the first
and last few lines only to the pris-
oner at the bar, and then, dismis-
=il the unfortunate man, proceed-
cd to deliver the intermediate por-
tion of 1.is) diatribe to the spee-
tators, it would not bave been
lecss dignified and would have been
much more consistent.

'he Judge says, ““At your for-
mier trial the evidences of your guilt
were plain, and yet three-fourths
of the jury, for somecause, were for
youracquitial.™ At this be aflects
astonizhmenl; T say agects, hecause
he knows well as any one can
huow the eatse of the failure of the
verdict on the former trial, [f he
Liad told the whole story, and not
condensed a portion of it into those
significant words**for some cause,”
he would also have ealightened
every ono who reads his death-lec-
ture as to why there was no pre-
vious conviction of Lec; for he
would then have stated that the
prosecution, on the first tria!, wele
apparently indifferent upon the
sulject of the prisoner’s convictior,
the chief object being evidently to
fasten guilt, or at least throw a
cloud of suspicion, upon the whole
“AMormon™ ehureh, using Liee mere-
ly as a figure-head. "The writer
hercof heard more than one of the
presecuting attorneys on that oec-
casion make the barefaced, shame-
ful assertion that the “*“Mormon”
church was on trial, one of them
even attempting a justifieation of
this unblushing piece of knavery
by elaiming the analogy of such a
proceeding with the Dred Scott
case, which was tried before the
'nited States Supreme Court some
years ago, the attorney asserting
that while the fugitive slave was
the ostensible object of the trial, a
great cause really hung quivering
in the balances. He overlooked
the fact that the ‘‘cause’” referred
to was not bronght into Court, but
was  croated, fermented, and per-
fected in the public mind after the
trial, whereas, in the Lee case, ac-
cordicg to the prosecution’™ own
admissions, the cause was on
trial and the man was merel

an auxiliary in the background.

Farthermore, in the closlng speech to
the jury, this matter was pressed upen
thew, and couched in such insolent and
violent language that, when they retired
to the jury room for dellberation, mani-
feslly the only issme which presented it-
self to them was this—*Is the ‘Mormon’
chiurch guilty or not puilty of the Moun-
tain Meadow Massacre?"’

L.ee was not convicted, lccause, in my
opinion, Lee was pot on trial. Judge
Bureman is aware of this, and yetl he says
‘““for some cause,’ as If it were a profound
myetery to him! Consistency, where art
thou? Onme of the leading lights of a pol-
itical ring In Ulah Igm)rln':' of a matler
which the orcun of the ring boldly an-
nounced and atiempted to defend some
time previous to the declaratlon of ignor-
ance! It won't do.

[Taving set judicial neage aside for the
purpoge of unlpading bils wrath, the Judge
concludes to make a complete job of it
while he Is at it, and to this end dismisses
the facts from his councils as well, The
statement that the slaughtered emlgrants
were robbed all along the road from Halt
[mke Clty to the Meadowe, is a fabrication
which must bave originated in the brain
of the judge himself; even If the people
refused to sell them provisions, as wae
stuted, but not proved, this does not con-
stitute robbery. And whoever Informed
his honor that Jodge Cradlebaugh was
persecuted for altemptling to investigate
the massacre must have been cgregiously
mastaken.

Tuking It as a whole, and viewlng It as a
legal, a literary or an ecclesiasatical effort, 1
regard Judge Boreman's sentence of John
D. L.ee as standing alone, unrivalled as
an abortion; it was too malignant for a
judge,loo ungrammalical for a litterateur,
nud too prolific of falsehood for a rellgious
denunciation. Instead of dispassionately
revlewing the evidence by whh‘.h the jury
were ledl to a verdiet of guilty, and an-
nouening hia duty in connection therewlith,
by erystallizing all the tangled threads of
law and fact inte a distinct focus, and
then resorting to such dictlon of rhetorle
as the solemnity of the occaslon would
admit of, the Judge went entirely outaide
the record to collect remot. | ecattered and
incolicrent materials for 4 diatribe unbe-
coming, shocking, and unprecedented.
Political partisanship in religlon, fanati-
ciem on the btench, aud venality at the
bar, are the enlminaling achieveinents of
the Ulali ring.
