"A fire worbsipper?"
"No; not a lire worshipper. That is

an erroneous idea that mauy have. The
I'arsces qo not warship are. They
worship the one uod. They par re
s pec Is to the elements fire, water, and
tne rest as great wore 01 uoa. with
out which we conld not exist. ' Fire is
one of- - the most beautiful and strikingi tne elements, wnen a raraee, in
praying, turns his lace towards the
sun, he does not worship the sun, bnt
looks upon it as illustrating tbe power
and the majesty 01 the supreme Being
Fire burns always In our temples, as
symbol, as a sacred symbol, but alwaysa sy nibol. There are 70.000 or 80,000 of
as in India, we do not propagate our
religion. More thau that, we do not
take others into our religiou even. We
are exclusive. Our temples are open
only to those of our faith, and even
when religious rites are performed lu
a room no one not of our religion can
De present."

iou then hold to the orthodox
teachings of your religion."

Yes; l am a priest."A priest?"
Yes; a priest of the outer temple.

The priesthood in our religion, as
among tbe old Jews, is hereditary. No
laymen ever can become a priest. I aiu

member ot the priestly caste. My
father before me was a priest and his
father, aud so on. I la my youth per-
formed the sacred functions. But 1

laid them off afterwards and chose
another profession. 1. went first into
u.rcantile lile.and later became a law

yer. The law is still my profession. A

priest observes umny out war forms.
le always wears a white turban, aud

is never allowed to shave or cut bis
hair. I did not do so until I bad laid
off my priestly functions. I could be
restored, if I wished, alter undergoingcertain religious forms. But, havingonce taken up a worldly vocation. I
could never be a priest of the inner
temple where the sacred tire burns."

"Are the rarsees distinguished by
any mark from those of other religions
wbo live round them?"

"ies. Every i'arsee wears a sacred
shirt. 1 have one ou me uow. No Tar-se- e

is ever without it, no matter bow
far be travels. It is made of mull.ve; y
light and gauzy. Upon the breast a
square piece of cloth is sewed with
sacred thread: The square has no let- -
xrlng upon it, but to the Parsec it
ignitles equality and Justice. The garment is put upon the I'arsee child at

the age of 7, and from that on tbe child
Is in full communion with our faith and
is held morally responsible for his
acts, The placing of the garment upon
the body is accompanied witb certain
prayers. Thereafter the Parsee is
bound to make his daily prayers, la
tbe morning he prays that he may
peak the truth, think tbe truth, and

act tbe truth. Our temples are onen
all day and one may drop in at any
time to make bis quiet orison."

"What progress does Christianity
make among the natives of India?"

It has made very considerable prog
ress, especially among the lower class-
es. I think, howover, that tbe progresshas been much stayed during the last
ten or fifteen years and that few con
verts are rtade now."

"The Parsees do not oblect to the
spread of Christianity?"

no; we tear only tbe Mohamme
dans. They only bate ns, and they have
oppressed os. England is a Christian
country, and the Parsees all favor and
support England in India. They would
support it, too. against Russia, as 1
think most natives of India would.
We favor the English because they have
given as protection and Justice. Under
them we are first Is civilization among
all the Indians. Bat Persia is oar
onntry. and Cirrus was our klnsr

Cyrus, who released the Jews from
bondage. When afterwards Persia was
subjugated, some of my people fled,
carrying with them the sacred Are ; tbe
others who remained either embraced
Mohammedanism or were pet to the
sword. Those who escaped were the
progenitors of those wh.o live in India
to-ua- y."

"ioubave Derban? met Col. Olcott
and Madame Blavatsky in India?"

"tae American Tbeososbistsr Tbev
are amusing. Their teachings do not
obtain tbe slightest consideration in
India. They are quite Ignored. How-
ever, Vl. Olcott and Madame Blavat-
sky contrive to make a great noise
about everything they do, and I fancy
have made au impression hers that
thf T have created a sect in ludla."

Btppose ail India should become
Christian?"

"Au? If all except my people should
become Christians we should find no
fault. Then we should only be careful
of one thing."

"That our children should not be

come Christianized. Zoroaster was onr
prophet Zoroaster wbo lived before
these ages were."

"Do von know." said Gen. xiosser.
tbe Confederate cavalry leader, "that
Oen. Jackson had a number of very
remarkable idiosyncrasies, and theywere so peculiar as to convince some

bad had more such crazy men in tbe
Confederate army it would have been
better tor os.

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MOUNT VESUVIUS.

APPEARANCE AND ACTION OV THIS FA

MOUS VOLCANO IN TUB FIRST
CENTURY.

The first century 0 our era. and
doubUess lor many previous centuries,
Vesuvius was wuac would uow be
called an extinct volcano. Uieiui; some
three thousand feet aiKve ttie se&, it
lormed a notable ktadruark in one of
tue fairest landscapes of the liomau
buttJire. Its slopes are rlculv cultivat
ed, fcave around the summit,wnere loose
volcanic ciudcrs bad not yet been cov- -
cret d by the mantle of vegetation that
during the previous centuriesiiad been
KratUiaiiy creeping up vue mountain.
ine barren cresx surrounuco a aeep
crater, whose rugged walls, tapestried
with wild vines, inclosed toe level
space in which Spartacus and his three
tnousand companions encamped, la
telligeut observers bad noticed the
urobable voleanic origin of the niouu
tain, and tradition spoke ol Its having
tormerly crptttea are. liut to tbe sur
roundlui; inhabitants it gave no sense
of insecurity. Tne peasants planted
tneir vines up its slopes, ana tue
wealthier Romans, traveled to bathe in
the warm springs that still issue not
far from its. roots, and to enjoy the
baiuif climate 01 laat lavorea regionAt last a bucces.tlon ot earthquakessome of theui of consiaeraole
violence, continued durincr a period of
sixteen years to shake tbe Vesuvius
Campania. Some of the towns around
Uie mountain were considerably nam
aged. A L'ouipeian inscription records
that tne temple ot lsis in that town had
to be rebuilt irom tne very foundations
lue subtertaneau commotion culini
uatedinthe great explosion which in
tbe year 79 blew out the southern hall
l tbe upper part of tbe cone of Vesu-

vius. Seen from the west side of the
Bay of Naples in the early hours of the
eruptlon.tbe clond 01 steam and lia- -
mentary materials that issued from the
inAiinlflin rniia in a h 11 tta n)ii inn ult H i' K

.4Dreads out at the ton. like tbo hrancbes.
01 an Italian piue iree. in tne ltn- -
Tuediute neigbborbood of lti vuicauo
:luders and pieces of "burning rock
tell in a continuous shower, gradually
lining up the streets and open spaces
ot the town, crashing in the roofs.and
driving tne- - inuauitants to tne neias
Violent earthquakes accompanying tbe
successive voicau'c discharges shook
and shattered tbe bouses and kept the
sea in commotion. 80 vast was the
quantity of ashes and stones thrown
out that tbe country for miles around
was covered with debris. Dor three
days the air continued so loaded with
noe dust that a darkness as 01 nigui
overspread the landscape. When day- -
ihrui returned the neius and gardens
had disappeared under a deep covering
01 white ashes that lay 011 the groundlike snow. The mam portion of the
volcanic detritus was no doubt
elected in the earlier stages of tin
eruption, us may be inferred from the
tact that the body 01 the elder 1'liny
(who, alter the courtyard of the bonsc
tu which ho had been sleeping was
nearly Choked up with fallen ashes and
stones, had retreated to the fields) was
(ound three (lavs after, lyin where he
aad fallen, and not concealed by the
dust that had settled down in the later
val. There is no evidence that any
lava was emitted during the eruption..
out the red-h- ot stones and tne glare
irom the crater upon the overhaugin';
pall of cloud probably show that uiol- -
cen lava rose to the surface in the veut
of the volcano while much of the im
palpable dust that tilled the air was no
iouotuueto the explosions 01 super
heated vapors by which successive
portions of the rising column of lava
were blown out. Through the.iK-fate- d

region was spared te destruction
which would have been caused by the
outtlow of streams of lava, it was in
some places near the base of Vesuvius
invaded by rivers of a thick, pasty mud
(irouuceu iy i.ue couueu.sa.uou ot tue
dense clouds of vapor and the mmgliuirt the water with the fine volcanic
tshes. These mud torrents swept over
llerculauenm, burying it to a depth ol
ufty feet or more. At Pompeii, also
ttve heavy rain seems to have formed u
similar mud, which ran down into the
lasemfeuLs of the houses and quickly
nveloped tbe human victims who had
aken refuge there.
