NO CONFLICT BETWEEN SCIENCE AND
TRUE REELISION.-

Carefal observation and sound rea-
soning on all matters to man’s
conditinp and hap works of
creation to that end, only serve to es-
tablish the h.ct of 'barmony existing
with all truth,whether of science, phil- |
osophy mla or religion. All truths
that reftte to man, the universe and
God, are hut God’s truths, and must be
as barmonious iu sll their réistions as
are the attributes of His character.
There can be no more controversy be-
tween science and religion than be-
tween justice and mercy
God’s words and er'.ha im all the
realms of intelligence are as perfectly
in unison as Ilis works are mysterious
in all their multitudinous relations and
spherea, Their creation displays His
wisdom and power, to bring order out
of chaos and harmony out of diversity.
He is the great fact of all facts and
must be the stavdpoint from whence
to reason in order to arrive at correct
conclusions.
The revelstions of God to man as re-
lates to revealed religion can po more
dis with any wscience that reiates
to His works than His works can dis-
agree with His words, for they are
created by His word. '!l‘he creations
wiil unmlsukabiy reflect the cbharac-
ter of tae Creator,
It has been claimed by some that the
truth of revealed religion does net al-
ways accord with the faucts of science.
[t is reasonable to sup this idea
B.:sibly may be incorrect.. There have
n many illustrations of this Hability
to err in conciusions arrived at by
very;learned meén when they have falled
1o reason from the ultimate fact, or
fact of facts which they have not com-
prehended. A tactlsa thipg that ls,
not something that may be. An loter-
mediate {act, even, 18 not likely to be-
fully cumprehended, unless one knows
the un.imnte fact upon which it de-

Numerons facts were known to the
ancients ifrom which they formed a
theory of the motions of matter, both
im relation to the earth and of the
heavenly bodies; but many of their
views were false because the ultimate
fact was to them unknown. When Lhe
law of gravitation was discovered, the
comparatively ultimate fact, a tbeory
of motion and even & science of as-
tronomy, became possible.
With the chemist bodies haye been
snppmed to be simple, which have
sipce heen found to  be com-
pound, and the discovery of ke
jacis have at times changed nearly Lhe
whole science of cheanstry. The same
may be said of electricity, magnetism
an many other sclences which have
been sunjected to such rigld investi-
gations as have brought forth new
iacts reaching far beyond, and revolu-
tionizing theories that were éuce con-
sidered founded In truth. [hese er-
rors of science have arisen irom too
hasty cosclusions—from assuminog
that to be an ultimate fact which was
pot 80. 1t is upon like false assump-
tions that some have proposed toar-
ray sclence agsipst t ogical facis
and truths of divine tnﬁem city.
Facts are the foundation of all sci-
ence, and they must be such as may be
veﬂﬂed by truth emanating from the
ﬁ recognized urce of truth
whlch 8 DO less t In Him all
facts and all trufhs monize, and all
theories upon which true Bclence s
constructed, must grow out of a
kuowledge of God's truths.
What I8 true of phyesical sclence 1s
equally troe of intellectaal and moral

science. Facts, mediate and ulti-
mate, mmust exist or such a
sclence is mot possible. Early

systems of moral science assumed
some fact as explaining human exis-
tence and the nniverse; and reasoniog
{from such sssnmption resulted in gross
absurditics in cenflict with facts and
humsan consciousnels.

Some have endeavored to account
for the existence of man and the world
by assuming & world of necessity,
the law of cause and effect, and man &
mere prisoner upon it, who only acted
as he was acted uYo For him there
was no law of obl gu.lcm. mo right, no
wrong, at times unfortunate but never
criminal. The eplcurean and the stoic
bave each had their peculiar views of
man's existence and jthe world, but
tailed to comprehend the facts or ver-
ify them.

No correct moral system can be con-
structed naless the facts and theory of
life are truly comprehended. The facts
must be found, and the relations and
lile which these facts imply, must be
determined. Moral science {s a science
of duty involving ull the great impor-
tant facts of human lile, especially

hat of human coneEciousness.
his law of duaty and the
grounds and reason of the law

will be found, when comprehended,
tully in accord with the divine will an
man’s conscioussess of his exercise o
free-will.
