After gazing awhlle ac the wonders
of this room the more adventurous
began to explore first toward the east,
where their way was soon stopped h)
anahyss that they did not care to
sound. Bat toward the west they had
better success, and room after roomn
opened out to thur bewlldered guze,
each one seeming morg beautiful thun
the other.

The celling is
high nearly all the way and the alr
good. Alter climblog and viewing these
wonrders for about four hours, we
finally sought the surface and returned

to town. We estimated the distance
that we traveled underground, from
east to west, atL ahout 800 feet.  Hun-

dreds have \'lﬁm-d the cuve since that
day and the verdict |s unlversal in its
praise. It will take mouths to explore
all its hidden recesses, ss room opens
into room and there are cellars and
chambers beyond count. The ease
with which It can be reached will
doubtless cause it to be visited by
thousands.
