loysCuO hands all the jtar round.
His object in coming here was to
make preparations for the transfer of
thin (Etablishrnent to some patt of
the United blates. He looked over
this city aud vicinity, and visited
other cities and towns in the State.
He next traversed the Weatcm
States as far as tbe Mississippi and
the Rocky Mountains, not

Chicago. He next went to the
1 'ail fie S.tnnd ranged through
California, and at last he turned his
fiotsteps eastward again for tbe pur-
pose ot making observations in New
England.
