GOLD DREDGING IN NEW Z

The success of dredging as a branch
of the gold-mining industry in New
Zealand is now so firmly established

and so widely recognized as to call for
Jittle comment, In the space of the last
thirty vears, gold dredging has ad-
vanced by leaps and bounds, as each
fresh improvement upon the early erude
attempts has been added with satisfacs
tory and stimulating resalts, It is now
gbout thirty-four yeurs, us far as can
be ascertalned, since the first attempt
to dredge the River Maolyneux was
made.

Observations made to test this ques-
tion showed that beea can carry with
case twice thelr weight in honey. Sev-
eral bees were caught as they returned
to thelr hives laden with honey, and,
after inclosing them in a lttle box,
they were carefully weighed, When
the bees unloaded thelr honey they
were again caught, placed in the same
box and welghed a second time. This
xperiment ghowed that the beea when
weighed three times as much
as when empty, It was therefore proved
that a Lee «an carry twice its own
welght In honey, and can fly very long
