lives are kind and hospitable lu the lib

nnd lodging, the best the people have,

j free of cliaigr. When at their regular
j stations, the Elders make their hume in

the respective meeting houses, which
are generally partnoued olf iuto two
rooms, the smaller of which la occupied
by the Eldera as a private apartment,
and the laiger one reserved lor meet

I ing purposes. When at their stations
the natives alwavi bring them the luces- -

sary lood, which generally conslsla of
laro, bread Iruit, I1anan.11, yams, lisli,
oranges and oilier kinds ol fiuila. Tne
Elders have learned irom lung experi

i ence, that this kind ot diet is healthier
I and better fur them while in the tropics,

About two miles north west ol Mattono
is the smaller island of pohma, con-
taining only one village, liolh M.utono
and Apolima are situated in the ten mile
wide channel which separates the islands
ot Upolu and Savaii.

S.na the latgesi and westernmost ol
all the islands belonging to the Samoan
group, is forty eight miles long trom
east to west with an average width of
twenty-fiv- miles. It has a population
ol 11.45a Savaii has been so recently
subject to volcanic action that much of
its surface is absolutely sterile It has
many extinct craters, chief among which
is the lulty peak ot Mua, which rises to
a height ol about 4,000 lect. Gome in
lund from the district of Aopo, a village
near the north coast, the passes
over tract ol country thickly strewn
with scorie und ashes.whicb are evident-
ly of very recent origin, ao that the
native trails on of the lust eruption hav-
ing taken place only two hundred years
ago is probably correct. In ttio north-
west of the island are also many miles of
lava plains, but little altered, and in the
east there is an older and larger lava
hed partly decomposed and covered
with a scanty vegetation. In spite ol a
considerable rainlall, Savaii possessrs no
rivers, owing to the porous nature of the
vesicular lava, which oilers a large ex-

tent ol healed suriace, so as to evaporate
the greater part ol the moisture, while
tho remainder sinks down and appears
as spniigs near the coast. The nioun- -

famous interior is thus entirely wit tr-
ios. In the absence if paths through
the interior the traveling there is vurv
dillicult. It is a solitude destitute ot
animal life, alternately healed by 0 tropi-
cal mm and diluted by fieice rain
storms, and ultordiug neither foo l nor
permanent water. ut it is generally
covered with green tropical foliage. Tiie
narrow belt ot fertile soil which 10

places extends between the 'mountains
to id tho sea, is however, exceedingly
("eault'ul, covered with a luxuriant vege-
tation, and with loltv groves ol

and fruit trees. Here and in some
ol the more fertile valleys dwell the
population ol the island. Savaii is noted
lor its picturesque scenery, remarkable
caves, ancient ruins, large cocoa nut
plantations, etc. S;x Latter-da- Saint
V.lders are permanently located on the
island at thieu dillerent niissiomouay
stations.
