M, 1 )
and kthen "The Lord Hlmself shall
descend from heaven with a shout,
with the voice of the archangel and
with the trump of God, Snd they dead
in Christ shall rise first" l mess iv
16. And the transxormanon tnat is to
come in the resurrection, wnen trmui
says "we shall all be changed," IS of
the body not the spirit. "For our
conversation is in heaven from whence
we look for the Savior, the Lod Jesus,
who shall change our vile body that it
may be fashioned like unto bis glorl
ons body" Phillip, ill, 21.

The resurrected, glorious body of
Jesus, then, is the pattern of the bodies
which his disciples are to inherit. lie is
the first fruits, a sample ci tt.Oie
that are to follow. In the resurrecjtlon
as well as In the spiritual birth lie Is

the firstborn among many brethren
That It was his body that was raised
from the tomb is evident from all the
accounts of those who have written
upon it. In Luke xxlv It Is placed be

yond doubt that be was not a mere

"spirit," as the discipies supposed
when he appeared to them, but a being
with a tangible body of "flesh land
bones." And yet it was a spiritual
body. He was "put to death in the
flesh, but quickened by the
sDirit." The body that was in
the tomb, With the marks ol
the nails and the spear, . was
raised up by the power ot God, quick
ened by spirit Instead of blood, and
fitted to ascend on high, having power
over the laws that govern the grosser
materials of this earth.

Dr. Abbott says this was a "nlira
cle." He can call it what he pleases,
but it was an ensample of that which
is to come. Just Such a bodyas Christ
possessed in the resurrection, those
who are in Him will receive, that where
He is they may be, and that when He
reigns they may reign with Hint as
kings and priests unto God. The
" miracle " wrought In one
case may be repeated in any
number of cases. If one body cart be
raised from mortality to mniorlaility,

number of. bodies. Theso can any
. .

prcess may be miraculous to; those
who do not understand it, and yet be
perfectly natural to Him who compre
heuds all things.

Dr. Abbott says : "The rising from
the grave of the selfsame body laid
away there Is directly refuted by
scriptures." But he, does not cite a
single passage .in support.of his state
ment. If be could do so be would
simply make the scriptures contradict
themselves. Probably be refers to
Paul's saying: "That which thou
sowest thou so west not that body
that shall be," anil "flesh and ,blood

We are not aware of any others (hat
can be supposed to lean to his view of
the subject. But the Apostle's mean
ing is very plala. The body sown, like
the seed from which the new plant
arises, goes into corruption, but out of
that decaying mass comes forth the
new body, "and to every seed his own
body.' It is not that body that shall
be, because It is raised a spiritual, in
corruptible, Immortal body. But it is
a body not an unembodied spirit, It is
not quickened by blood, for thai is
corruptible, but it is quickened! by
spirit. Flesh and blood cannot inherit
the kingdom of Ood, but
flesh and bones quickened by
an i Immortal, incorruptible spirit
ual fluid can I inherit, the kingdom
of God, for Jesus had a body of that
character and will "change our vile
bodies and fashion them like unto! his
glorious body." There is np other
resurrection spoken of in scripture
but the resurrection of the body, un
less It be some figurative expressions
which derive their force from that
resurrection and but for it would have
no meaning.

The doctrine of Chrict teaches not
only the resurrection of the Just, put
the resurrection of the unjuwt. "As
is Adam all die, so in Christ shall alj
be made alive." By the.tln ot oue all
mankind pass throazli death; by the
righteousness and voluntary death of
one all will be redeemed from death
But nai ia his own order."
Christ is the first, next "those who are
Christ's at bis comiag,"then at the end
of the thousand years the dead, sinal1
and great, are to be brought forth and
all receive their appropriate places.
"There is one glory of the sun, and
another glory of the moon, and another
glory of the stars ; for pne star differ-et- h

from another star in glory, So
also is the resurrection of the dead."
This is New Testament doctrine, lit is
the doctrine of Christ. It Is the doc-
trine of all of his Apostles, it is a
fundamental of the Christian faith. To
deny it is to deny Christ himself.'

The Christian Union has frequently
said that the resurrection theory is not
to be found in the Old Testament, that
the old prophets knew nothing about
it. Job.Davld, Isaiah, Ezekiel, Dan iel,
all give evidence that this is erroneous- -

Job declared with rapture, "though
after my skin, worms destroy this body
yet in my flesh shall I see God." And
this was to be in the latter day, when
his Redeemer should "stand upon the
earth." David proclamed that the
Lord would not allow His "hoiy onk to
see corruption.!' Isaiah, predicted
tbat the earth should 'cast out lier
dead;" that those who "dwell is
dust" shall awake, that "together
with bis dead body they shall aiise."
Ezekiel eaw the whole house of Israt
brought up out ol their graves, their
bones covered with flesh and sinews
and skin, and quickened by the spjirit
of God, stand upon their feet Van ex-

ceeding great aruaj." ; Dauiet foretold
a time when "many that Sleep in the
dust of the earth shall awake, some to
everlasting life and some to shame and
everlasting contempt." (Job xlx, 25-2- 7;

Psalm jtvi, 10; Isaiah xxvi, 19:
Ezekiel xxxvii ; Dauiel xil, 2.)

This eminently scriptural dpctrinfe is
not "the product of a pagan and mate-rlaliut- lc

habit of thought," but of be
teachings of divine revelation. It comes
fjqm "the word of the Lord." And i ia
uot "antagonistic to science." It In
antagoBlzed by the f'valo philosophy"
of an age in Which speculative theories
and egotistical, unbelief are often
falsely caUed-b- y the name of science.'
Bat science relate to that which! Is
demonstrated or gives rule for Its
demonstration, and science has not
demonstrated and cannot demonstrate
that Christ was never raised from th
dead. The evidence of the fact is
above the doubts and denial which
pass for science. And that one resur-
rection contains the jtromise and
potency of the resurrection of the

The tendency of modern so-call-

"Christian" thought, is away from 'the
teachings of the Book tor which all the
sects pretend so much reverence.
Anything it contains that dots
not harinoalze with their beliefs
or disbeliefs, they construe or spirit
uailze to mean something totally dit
ferent from the text and the light
thrown upon it by the context. They
declare that the Bible is "the only
guide to salvation," and that "what-uoev- er

is not in accordance therewith
amlciiunot be proved thereby, ought
iiotkto be received as an article of

faith," andj then deny some of; its
ulainest aud simplest tcachiuics, and
repudiate many of its most positive In

Junctions. Outside of the Church of
Jeans Christ of Latter-da- y Salats there
is not a sect or society, a church or a
creed, that accepts the doctrines
of the Bible in thfclr entirety, not one
that is governed by the principles and
teachings and requirements of the
New Testament, as they stand la the
text unchanged by the interpretations
of thes theofogiaus.

Dr. Abbott is not alone among prom
iaent "Christian" ministers, in re
pudlatlng the scriptural doctrine
ol the resurrection. Henry Ward
Beecher holds similar views. Other
prominent preachers, though not so
aut-spoke- n, entertain the same opin
ions. That rejection is a sign of their
lack of divine authority. No man
Is a , true servant of Gou or sent
ambassador o Christ who denies the
literal resurrection exemplified in
Jesus the risen Savior, who is "the
first fruits of . them that slept." The
resurrection of Lis body is as essential
a doctrine of the Christian faith as his
atonement for the sius of the world
And the promise he made, that through
Him all mankind shall be raised from
the dead, is as true and faithful as; the
promise of salvation through faith, in
Him and obedience to His Gospel, i No
man who denies either was ever an
thorid of Him to speak or administer
in His behalf to the sons and daughters
of men.

It may be true that the phrase "the
resurrection of the body" does not oc
cur in Scripture. But there are other
phrases aud saying that convey the
doctrine even in a plainer manner than
those words would do. Some of these
we will refer to. Coming to the rais
Inn of Lazarus, cited by Dr. Abbott and
which he calis a "resurrection,", we
affirm that the "miracle" performed

, on thatoccasion wa3 not a' resurrection
In the scriptural sense. It was not
that "resurrection .promised to those
who are in Christ. That Is a change
ofthejbodj from mortality to immor-

tality.'' Jesua was the "firstborn from
the djad." None of Adam's race were
resurrected on this planet before him.
The resuscitation of Lazarus was only
a revivification to mortal existence.
Lazarus was as much subject to death
alter as before the "miracle," lie was
but in the same condition as the son of

; the Widow at Naih, or one healed by
the Savior without passing through
the ordoal ot death. Jesos said he
woal'l "wake bita out of his sleep."
