Washington, 24 . Tlie report of the
Naval Board constituted by order of
(Secretary Whitney to examine the work
and materials of the unfinished cruisers
Chicago, Boston and Atlanta and to
ascertain the fair market value thereof,
inciudiog a reasonable amount of profit
upon the work, has been approved by
the Secretary and sent bv liini to the
Naval Advisory Board, which latter has
been ordered to go on with the tvork.
The Board of Appraisal, in it? general
report upon the three vessels, says:
The Board would state that it consid-
ers that the materials and workman-
ship, so far as can be seen at this stage
of the work, are good, and answer the
requirements of the contracts, and it
considers that by expending the money
which the Board estimates necessary
to make the vessels complete and up to
the contract, that It will have at that
time the vessels up in character and
quality to the contrect lequiremeuta.

A report has been received by the
'Secretary of the Navy from Rear Ad-
miral McCaulay, at Pauaiua, statin?
that everything is quiet there. The
work on the canal is at a standstill at
the Pacific end, but at th3 other end
tor a distance of three miles from Co-

lon one-ha- lf of the depth and less than
the width of the cutting has been ex-

cavated.

There was three
ftet of a fre.sliet In the river however
which reudered It hard work for the
oarsmen going to the stake boat. The
course was three miles with a turn. In
betting Hanlan was a hot favorite and
many private wagers were laid at odda
of $100 to $90 and $30 on him. lu - the
pools sold on the Island Hanlan sold
llrst choice at $50 to $20 and $30 even.
After Teemer had won the toss for
position Teemer selected the inside
position which was a considerable ad-

vantage. At 4 :30 p.m. the men were
ordered out by the referee James F.
Urtuond of Boston. - At seven minutes
before 5 o'clock the word was given.Both men were in fine condition.

Hanlan got a trifle the best of the
9tart, rowing 3U to Teemer's 34 strokes
to the minute. Au eighth of a mile
from the start Hanlan bad the nose of
his boat to the front, but was glancing
nervonsly over at his rival as though
he was afraid-o- f him. The race was
decided before tae scullers had gone
half a mile. Soon after leaving the
quarter mile point Teemer by grand
work drew up on his rival and took the
lead, which he never afterwards sur-
rendered. Three -- quarters of a mile
tromthe start Hanlan was an open
length astern of Teemer and was tak-

ing his wash. Teemer increased his
lead to the Lke bot, which he reach-
ed three or four lengths in advance.
He turned in 11.32 5 and Hanlan 11
seconds later. Hanlan struck the buoy
lixhtly in turning and gave up the con-
test.

Teemer rowed leisurely home, stop-
ping twice while opposite the island to
throw kisses to the spectators and dip
up water from the river with his hands.
He was wlJdly cheered. He passed the
Island, and HanJn rowed down 15
minutes later. He acknowledged that
he was xalrly beaten by a better man,
and had no excuses to make. The
official time was 21.13. A few minutes
after Hanlan had repaired to bis quar-
ters, an Associated Press reporter
called to see hiru and propounded the
question :

"Mr. Hanlan, what do you think of
Teemer now?"

Hanlan looked up, betrayed signs of
unusual emotion as he said: "I am-gl- ad

to be defeated by a man like
Teemer, but 1 dou'c like the Idea of
falling out of niy boat."
