Some ol the foregoiog statements
are correct, and others c-nvey an idea
the reverse of truthful. Wm. Cole, as
the individual now uopder arrest called
bimself while here, came to Bailt Lake.
He professed a belief In the Gospel
and uggently requested baptiam. As
notbliag was known against him, Lbis
could not be denled, but as ™ anything
further there is absolately no truth ins
the stery he has evidently told. Im-
stead of being *'petted' here, his rasp-
ing voice and Paul Pry manners cansed
him to be looked mpon immedlately
with suspicion, many people in whose
presence he came expressing the opin-
ion that he was no good. Others, while
they had no contidence in him, did
not wish tocrowd him down {f he had
4 desire to live aright,and tonk =a
charitable view of the sitnation. He
was compelled to leave ome hosrding
bouse because his attentions to a
young lady were offensive, and when
she informed him that she desired no
acquaintance with him, his condact
was not that of & gentleman. IHe was
also detected in s pumber of false-
boods,
He was not a *'particular friend’ of
Hon. Jobhn W. Yousmg, nor his chie
bookkeeper. He was given a situationg
as an ufiderclerk, out of charity, as he
represented himself as la straightened
financial circumstances. A few weeks
8g0 $600 was taken from a drawer ip
the office of the Balt Lake & Fort
Douglas R. E.; It Cole Is the guilly
party, (and those who know the facts in
tte case have no deabt om this polat),
b2 bad watched the chlef clerk put the
cash aside and had taken It when op-
portunity offered. No evidence counld
ba obtaiped agaipst him at ficat, and
evan until the last day of his stay in
Balt Lake there was not enough oR

whichr to warrant his arrest. On
that day, howaver, bhe is said
to have robbed two er three

ol his fpllow clerks of small sums, and
departed for the wesat. It was not till
atter his departure that the evidence
of bls gullt could be got_together. It
was known waich way he had gone,
and word was sent to the oflizers In
that direction. The officers here re-
garded hisarrest as a foregeme conclu-
sion.

Meanwhiie they bhad received a re-
guest from Hast Saginaw, Michigans, to
arrest W. W. Carey for forgery and
obtalning money under falss pretenses.,
Accompanrying the Michigan letter was
s photograph of the msn wanted. The
pictore was that of Cole; there conld
be no doubt of the identity, The East
Bagioaw chief of police was notified of
Cale's story ia Salt Lake, and that he
would be sodh heard from at elther
San Francisco or Los Angeles. Then
A was seni to the latter
places to hold Cole, or Carey, sub-
ject to orders from Michigan,
and it is vpon Lthe charges of forgery
and pbtainldg money under false pre-
tenses that he |8 now belng held in the
Clty of the Angels. He is to be taken
back to the Wolverine State, and after
be gots throagh with the charges there
hewill be booked ‘for hie crimes in
Utah, He formerly repregented the
Fawecett Darbam Tobacco and Snuff
Company, of Durbam, North Care-

iina. Cilsiming to be still their agent
he ssoured money by meansof forged
telegrams. While in Salt Lake he rep-
resented himsell as a single man; bat
he had deserted his wife, who now re-
sides at Briggs, P. 0., Clark County,
Virglaia.

FIRST DISTRICT COUERT.

The Hall Murder Trial.—Ten Per-
‘sons Bemtenced.

THE TRIAL
of Mark Hall, tor killing Wm, M. By-
bee, was continued in court at Ogden

yeaterday. Frank Clark was s wit-
pess, and testified that he was twenty-
seven years old and lived in Ogden;

knsew Willam M. Bybee in his
lifetime; was his cousin; bad
known the delendant about

seven Yyears; he saw Bybee af-
ter the aflair was over; also saw Hall
about two or three hours after; asked|
him if it was true that he had stabbed
Bybee; defepdant said 1t was and
showed the kaoife with which the stab-
bing was done; Hall told the witness
that the first time he struck he was
on bis knees and did mol belleve Lhat
it hart Bybee,but the t time he was
on his feet and that last blow Lurt
him. The witneas was shown the
knife apd ldenmtided It; Hall sald he
had stabbed Bybee and would own it
like & man; defendant called deceased
a “lousy s—n of a p—h,”’ and theép
Byboe struck him; had examined
Hall's head and found one lump; By-
bee died about three o'clock Wednes-
day at the housa ol J. M. Clark.
Cross-examined: Heard ol the difil-
culty sboat two o’clock through John
T. Clark; called at Hall’s house to
tell him to go to C. C. Richards’ office
that evening; when Lke Conversation
took place defendant was standing on
the groand and witdéss was on his
horse; had stated this same story be-
for'e the grand jury; Hall told witness
that he wenld do it again under the
same circumstances; did not examine
the lump carefully but thought it was
about the size of a walnut; there
might have been other lnmps but wit-
ness did not féel them; saw no marks
or bruises onm defemdant’s face; did
not know why be had nct been a wit-
ness in the ease before; it was not be-
cause he djd pot know the facts; Mr.
Hall said he was on his knees and
siruck back; defendant told him that
the first time he struck he was om his
knees and the second time he was on
bis feet; Hall did not tell bim that he
was on his bands and knees, and
struck up under his left arm; his
brother, John T. Clark, had not de-
falled the occurrence te him,

Dr. H. J. Powers testified that the
knlte wounda caused Mr. Bybee's
death.

Jesse Btevens and others testified
that there had been some feeling about
parties herdiag their stock pear, Mr.
Hall’s hay land, which was noi fenced
ia.

Brighsm Stowell testitled that on the
16:h of Apri), 1888, he went tp J, M.
Clark’s residemce, where Mr. Bybee
was on the lounge, bent over on his
knees. He was suffering coasideradbly
from the two kuife wounds. The In-
Jared man said: **We did not expect
such a thing as this when we were bere
on Saturday evening; It Is vnneces-
sary to send for a doctor excepl to
dress the wounds. [ realize that I am
eatirely In the hands of God, and It is
beyond the power eof man to heip to
bring me to my health again; I am un-
able ever to recover. I regret very
much that I have neglected my Church
works, which I will not have the
privilege ol attending to now. I
ask you te see that my wife attends
to them if I do not jlive to see her.
Send for my family as sooli as taey can
be brought; [ am afraid I can’t live till
thay get here. I want you to take my
Interest in the sheep herd and property
and pay my debts; If there is any left,
let my famlly have it, and do what you
can for my family that they might ob-
tain a livelihood; assist them o st~
tending to the Charch works; I would
like to bo administered to and prayed
for; the power of God can alone re-
lieve me Irom my pain; no physician
can (o anything for me; [ wish you
would pray for me that I mizht ko in
peace; I regret the condlition in which

for me to leave them so than to meet

death.” Mrs. Bybee arrived before 1
her busband died.

Lucinda Bybee, widow of the de-

ceased, was called; she married Bybee | gtar
T vears ago; had three chlldren livipg | sc
and one dead; was living In Hooper at
the time her husband received his im-

juriee; as soon as word was brought
ahe proceeded to the bouse of Mat
Clark, where she found bher husband in
