There are
rge diniag hau, baths, and
wuh o a ' dispepsary, and
almahousea for pansioners.

About three thousand persons
are employed in the works; and
seven hundred and fifty-six houses
have been erected for their accom-
modation, The rents run from
two and fourpence to seven and
sixpence a week, according to the
apeom modation. Some ef the
houses are used as boarding- houm
The reuts inelude rates and wa
supply,and gas issoldatalow p
The cot are built of stone,
lived with brick-work. Theycontain
a parlor or long room, a kitchen or
scullery, a pantry and cellar, and
three bed-rooms. XEach house has
a separate yard, with the ustsk
offices. The work-peo le .are well)
able to pay the rents. Single work{
men earn from twenty-four to
thirty-five shillings a week, A}
t'a.mll_}y:I cousisting of a father and
slx ehildren, earn four pounds six
shilling a week, or equal to a united
income of over two hundred and
twenty poundsa

The eomfortable houaes provided
for the work-people have awakened| o
in them that home teeling which
has led them to decorate their
dwellings neatly and m.urully—-a.‘
sure sign of social happiness. hvory.

A man in a dirt house says Mr
Rhind, the medical attendant at
Baltaire, is like a beggar in miser-
able clothing. He Boou ceases to
have self-respect; and when that ia
gone there is but little hope.

Great attention 1s pald in Saltalre
to education, even of'the high
sort. There are day night-
schools, mutual improvement class.
es, lectures and discussions. Music
—one of the most humaniziog of
pleasures—is ene of the most-favor-
ite studies. “In almost every house
in the town some form of mulicll
instrument is found;
the choral and gloe 80C t.les h:va
become household namea.’” There
is one full brass band for men, and
another drum and fife band for
boys; and concerts, voecal and in-
strumental, are ngu}ur iven by
the work people in the dining-hall.
The bands have instruetors provid-
ed by the firm.

Buides taking part inthe musi-
cal performances, a large number of

the skilled workmen dévote their
leisure hours to various scientific

The work people are also thrifty.
They invest their savings in the

nny bank and savings-bank;
while others invest In various
building socleties, gas companies,
aad other lucrative undertaking-.
In fact, they seem to be among the
most favored of human beings
With every convenience and neces
sity, as well as every proper pleas.
ure provided for them; with cem
fortable homes, and every induce-
ment to stay at home; with fishing
clubs, boating-clubs, and cricket
elubs; with school-rooms, literary
inotlmtlons, lecture-hall, museum
and cla.aa-rooms, established in theis
midst, A there is no
wonder that Saltaire has obtaineo
a name, and that Bir Titus Sali
has established a reputation among
his fellow-men.
