the evidences of an advanced state of
civilization. In the coarse of timethey
became sinful, naughty aad proud; un-
til their wickedness at last led them to
dissensions and strife, which resulted
in the total destruction of that mightyrace."They fought against and des-
troyed eacb other until there were but
few left. So complete waa the destruc-
tion of the once great and prosperous
nation of the Jaredites that the forces
were reduced to bat two warriors; the
leaders of the two great factions. And
they fought against, each other naUl
the darkness overtook them s and they
slept upon their swords, and, on the
morrow, renewed the struggle. They
fought until one fell dead, and the
other fell fainting OA his sword.

Again, the Lord brought oat from
Jerusalem, six hundred years B. C,
Lehi, ishmael and Zoram, who became
the ancestry of another great and
mighty people, including also Mulek
and bis company who came some ten
years after. They saw the remains of
the Jaredites; witnessed their bones
around the hill Bamab, bleached and
bare; and it waa made known to them
how their brethren had fallen. They in
turn occupied the land, and became a
mighty people until some four hundred
years after the coming of Christ. This
people also obtained the favor of God
to a wonderful degree, insomuch that
the Savior established His ' Chnrch
among them. This book, (the Book of
Mormon), is a record and history of
the people that' lived on this western
hemisphere, and Is a history of the
work of God in this land; the building
up of His Church among them, and
their apostacy, transgression and nnal
destruction as a nation Around the hilt
Cnraorah.

Some have, by
transgression, stifled the monitions, ot
their conscience, until it has become
silent having become seared as with a
hot Iron. The faithful Saint can safety
adopt the beautiful sentiment :

' What eonseieaeo dictates to be done, or
warns me not to do ; this teavlt me more
than hell to' shnn, that more than heaven
aarsue

Concerning the Epistle that has been
read, I wish you to peruse it very care-
fully. Get your families to read It, do
not let ittpass by like Idle wind, and
let ns see that we practice in our lives,tbat which is applicable to as. I com-
mend this to tho Presidents of Stakes,the Bishops of Wards, and the Presi-
dents of Quorums, trusting that the
spirit of that communication will barn
within them. And lead them to carry
oat in their fields of labor the counsel
gien.The great boon to the human familyts pesos. Notwithstanding they want
asi to become like them, they cannot
give ha peace. And although ws may
be harassed, persecuted and deprived
of our rights and liberties as citizens
ot this great nation, let me tell you
tbat we all have A peace ef mind such
as they know nothing at all aboutthe
peace of God that passeth understand-
ing, which is the Comforter, the HolyGhost. When we He down at night,our sleep is sweet and refreshing; our
hearts are buoyant and our spirits
strong in the Lord. So it is
with our (brethren in prison;Tee Lord Is blessing them with His
Spirit, as we have heard during our
Couference. Said the Savior, "Fearnot them which kill the body, bnt are
not able to kill the soul ; but rather
fear lllm.which is able to destroy both
body and soul-t- n hell." We want to
iear God, and have our hearts fall of
lave, that perfect, love, which castetb
ont fear, except the proper fear of God
our Heavenly JTather. This is the kind
of fear we want to entertain.

There are many things I would like
to say If I had time. I want to call the
attention of the Bishops and- - that of
the lesser Priesthood, to the
duty devolving upon them in re-
lation to the people of their
several Wards, that duty which
requires them to seek after the welfare
of the Saints, to see that Iniquity does
not abound; but that the Spirit of the
Lord flows freely in their hearts. The
divine philosophy of the Gospel Is as
true as any philosophy that can be

apon the earth; and where
there is devotion to God, the Spirit of
God will be enjoyed. If It Is not en-Joy- ed,

there is a cause ; and if there isa cause you are the ones to eradicateit. And in thai performance of this
duty, as ia that ot all others, yon must
be wise,, lest in taking: out the tares
yon pull up the wheataiso. In many
instances yon may have to lot the tares
growwith the wheat until the harvest
comes; bat because there may be in-
stances where wisdom would dictate
such a course, that is not to saythat wickedness should be tolerated or
winked at. If the people have sinned,let wisdom dictate the course to be
taken against them.

Do not destroy confidence, nor drive
people to despair. Jesus said in His
day;

--

."Though their sins were like
crimson, they could be made white as
snow; and though they.were as scarlet,
they coald be made white aa wool : If
they would put on proper and fitting
repentance." This Is the duty of all
people, and especially of all Saints.
While there are some sins that are un-
to death; there others which are not
onto death ; and we should pray forthem. Men who are Called as PresH
dents over Stakes, and Bishops over
Wards, should learn how to rescue
sinners; bow to teach the people
young and old, and bow to rightlydivide the word of truth, and give to
each bis portion In due season.

i feel to labor with all my heart and
ability in behalf of the Church, and
hope the blessings of God may be
abundantly dispensed upon all who
have come up hftber----l doubt not that
all who have pome here have received
comfort and edification.' I praythat Ills
blessing may attend theSafnts,ln all the
world,and especially His servants whoare deprived of the pleasure of being
present with us, and that the work ofGod may continue to prosper in the
earth, until, His will shall be done
among men as Uis by angels in heaven.
