The Mormons are even more deter
mined on the advantages of revised
etiittoiw than are-- thetr vnore ; morally
reared" neighbors the common, every-
day Christians. They certainly have
good reason to be if they purpose go-
ing on in the cause of polygamy. .The
Book of Mormon, which was shown me
is an old. yellow -- leaved, cau-oou- nd

affair, ami II contains aouie inconveni-
ently rigid laws of morality. In one
Instance-- it comes fiowa flat-foote- d,

and commands the followers of the
faith tK take opto tbemgejves, under
penalty ol severe retrioution, no more
than .one wife. This admonition is
several times repeated in terms so un-
mistakable that nobody who reads it
can very.well woitfJsr. at the anxiety of
the Mormons to get the book out of
sight. It is rather odd that what has
now become a' main feature uf their
faith. and ct rtaiuly tha only feature
that brings : converts tq fthelr cause,
should have been to point to which
the original "boomer" of the faith was
most persistently and emphatically op-
posed. It is quite likely that the Mor-
mon religioa dwindled until a feature
was introduced into it which enabled
believers to adopt at least one practiceallowed by no other sect and forbidden
by all civil laws. . ......

for a text "Beware of false prophets,"and said, pointing to us. "Tliev are
among us now and will devour the very
elect, for they have the Scriptures on
the en1 ot their tongues." We prayedin our hearts that they might be con-
founded. Suddenly two men in the
congregation began fighting, and the
meeting was broken up. .
