Pieaching in Salem: and Marblehead
—Lylog Editors, elc.

SALEM, Mase., June 8, 1574,
Editor Deseret News:

I reached Salem on the Z0th ult.,
having been spending the previous
fortmight ia Laurence and George-
town, in each of which places 1
oblained an opeping in a small
way. I design visitiog those places
again soop, as there are in both
good prospects.

On reaching Salem, as is my cus-
tom on entering » town or city, 1
made the atlempt to get a hall in
which to hold a meeting. I[n other
New England towns and cities, my
meetings have all or nearly all been
held in private houses, but in Sa-
lem I succeded in procuring, at a
low rent, a large hall, occupled by
the Adventists.

The gentleman having charge of

thinker, and a true gentleman,and
edits the Balem Observer. He pub-
lished a notice of the meeting free
of charge, together with a short
synopsis of the doctrinea of the
Latter-day Saints, as he obtained
it from me during our interview, I
have since done some business
with him, and have loaned him, at
his request, the Book of Mormen.
