DESERET SUNDAY SCHOOL
UXION.

The regular meeting of the" Sunday
School Union was held, as per post-
ponement, on Monday evening, Feb.
11th, 1384, In the Assembly Hall, Assis-
tant General Supt. Geo. Goddard, pre-
siding, assisted by Stake Supt. John C.
Cutler. '. i - t

The opening exercise was a musical
selection by the Firemen's brass band.

After the usual singing exarcises and
prayer by Elder A. H. Cannon, Bro. L.
W. Pdchards called the roll. .

The Sunday Schools of the following
Wards were represented: 4th, 6th,
"th, bth, 10th, nth, 13th, llth, 15th,
10th, 17th, lath, 20th, 21st.
' Supt. A. G. Giauque reported the
school of the Gth Wrd In a good con-
dition. The most marked improve-ment in the school was in the attend-
ance,which within the last two months
had increased 40 per cent., owing to
the faithful labors of the Sunday morn-
ing visitors, who went through the
Ward to every house, to bring in all
the children to the school. The sacra-
ment was administered every Sunday.The singing was done by the whole
school, which was thought to be a
much better plan to keep the attention
of the children than any other yet
adopted. They usually had a surplus
of teachers. u .;.

The next exercise was given by the
Primary class of the Sixth Ward Sun-
day School, who sang "We are March-
ing On," very sweetly, showing not
only good musical ability but good
training from their teachers, Bro3.
James Pouiton and John Priestley.
