Nkw Tork, 6. Tne funeral of John

Kelly took place this morning from St.
Patrick's Cathedral., There were no
services at the house. At an early hour
the people began to arrive at the house
to take a final view of the remains,
which lay in the casket between heavily
draped windows, in the rear part of the
parlor. There were no flowers on the
casket. All was black, save the silver
plate and hkndles at the aides. The
plate bore the words "John Kelly, born
April 20, 1821; died June I, 1880."
Many candles tonrned at the bead of
the casket; Shortly after 0. the rela-
tives entered to take a last look at tbe
dead, and then the lid was placed upon
the casket and fern branches laid upon
it. Tbe casket was -- carried to tbe
hearse, and the fnnerai processionmoved toward tbecathedral. The uall
bearers were Judge Hilton, Arthur
Levy, J. T. Agnew, Recorder Smyth,
Judge Oormao.Commlssloner Brenaan,
Eugene Kelly and August Belmont. The
streets and avenues adjacent to the
house were Ailed with the rank and
file of Tammany flail. An Immense
throng of people had gathered in and
about tbe cathedral, while the window
of the private houses la the neighbor
hood, were niiea wiia people.
