She
followed the Saints as far
as Counell Bluffs and re-
aided there unti! the time of her
death. Her husband, Mr. William
Powers, though never having be-
longed to the Chureh, always treal-
ed the Elders with much kindness
and his house was a hospitable home
for any “Mormon™ traveling ia his
vicinity. He isnow prostrated with |
paralysis, having been stricken by
this disease last December. Little
hope is held for his recovery.

The dectased, Sister Powers, had
been sinking for four months pre-
vious to her demisre. Bhe was trge
in her integrity to the Gospel to the
Inst moment of her life.
