THE HARD TIMES.

If Lthere is any one wlhose memory
can carry him back to the outbreak
of the pauic in 1573, it must be very
depressing to him to contrast the

|

steady duration of the hard times
with the jauunty a=suranee which
looked on the ranic as o passing
cloud, It was held {6 be the part

of a wize man and of a goad citizen
to argue that the panic represented
merely a disturbed condition of the
pubkiic mind, and not a depleted
condition of the public pocket;
there were even these who thought
that the hallucination could be al-

leviated if the newspapers would
only refrain from publishing sensa-
tional s¢counts or using startling
head lines, while all men agreed
that this was the grealest, most
glorious, prosperous country uuder
the sum, and that no matter what
follies we commiited, or what ex-
travagances we Indulged in, we
were certain to Le spared the pun
ishments which have lain in wait
for national folly and extravagance
since clvilization Legan. ‘

It has been nearly three years
sinnce the rotten fubric of worthless
credits and  wild-cat enterprises
commenced to erack and to erum-
ble, and in that long history there
has not been a single day in which
the sitnation Las mendud. Every
day we have gone to bed poorer
than we waked up,and have waked
up poorer than we went to bed.
The industries conneeted with
iron, on which the first burden
of tho disaster fell, were slow
to realize that a contradtion of
business was inevitabtile: but they
have learned that lower wages
and diminished profits were merely
a part of the sacrifice exacted of
them. The industries of cotton,
which rank next in public estima-
tion as the employers of skilled in-
dustry, have carried on a useless
struggle against a similar contrac-
tion 10 their wages and profits and
in their prosduetions. The value of
real preperty in eities and in farms,
which represents the accumulated
weualth aud savings of the Nation,
has underzone a shiinkage fairly
represented by one-thidd of its value
three years ago. In every depart-

ment of industry, in every form of |

investment, this Nation has known
a joss aud a decline, unrelieved by
a single gleam of prosperity, and
to-day there is no prudeunt business
man who will say that he sces a
prospect of relief, no politieal eco-

uomist who ean say that the panic |

which was looked on ss a pa-sing
cloud has exhausted itself.

And yet, to judge from the popu-
lar tone of comiment, it looks as
though we were as willing to de-
ceive ourselves about the remedy
for all this sad misfortune as we
have been to deceive ourselves
about the cause. Ilven now,
there can be no doubt about the
cause, and when the history of the
desatruction of value and of the luss
of capital is plainly written in
every day’s record, from April,1561,
to september, 1875, we pretend to
wonder what can be the caus=e of
the hard times, and of the general
depreciation. During four years we
were o¢oustantly engaged 1n a
thorouzh and systematic work of
destruction. The strong hands and
thie clear heads that should have
been at work in the harvest and in
the counting-room increasing and
storing up theadditions with which
God rewards labor, were in the
battle-field and on the march wast-
ing, burning, cousuming, destroy-
ing. IFrom one side of the fight
alone $4,000,011,000, one-fourth of
the wealth with which we went
into the war, was spent in making
payments for the work of destruc-
tion; no estimate has been made of
the destruction we did not pay for,
or of the loss to our industry, by
the withdrawal of =0 many hands
from production. T'he cost to the
other side was «urely no less; when
we add them botn tegether, the
estimate is appalling. But by a
strange fatality, by an inconceiv-
able blindpess, instead of reckon-
ing up this destruction as a loss, we
have acted as if it represented
rather an enrichment of the coun-
try, and every paper dollar and
every bond which had been issued
as an evidence of property destroy-
ed was considered as an evidence
of property created. Instead of
realizing that we had less to spend,
we followed the delusive phantom
of credit as far as it would lead us,
built railroads beyond the power of
patrons to pay for, furnaces for iron
which was not needed, mills for
fubrics we could not aflord to wear,
and now we are finding out by
harsh experience that building a
furnace or railroad that will not
pay comes next to destroying a
railroad or a mill that does pay.

We ought to be learning this
truth, but we are not; we still cling
to the delusion that our misfor-
tunes came without a cause, and we
blindly heope that they will pass
away without cause. Instead of
realizing that the property lost and
wasted and fooled away is as abso-
lutely gone as if it had never exist-
ed, instead of realizing that it can
be replaced only by hard work and
<trict €conomy, we hope that the
eviis which were gathering during
ten years may be dissipated in a
day; we flattered ourselves that if
we would spend five or six millions
of dollars in a show and call it the
(‘entenaial year we would not feel
the loss of the five or six thousand
millions whieh represent our im-
poverishment. That hope has failed
us,and now the sagacious politician
takes the public by the button-hole
and says that all that is needed is a
change of administration, that a
change in Washington will restore
public confldence, etc., ete. Now
do not seek to emulate the politi-
cians and to make party capital out
of a pure question of political econ-
omy; even the stupidest politician
might be expected to know that
no matter which way the election
turns it will represent the popular
counfidence, and we say that is a
very unfavorable indication, it is a
proof of very abject imbecility,
when the toleration of a public
hearing is accorded to such non-
sense. A nation whieh spends more
money for whiskey than all that it
pays to the tax-gatherer—Federal,
State and National—may be very
ready to believe that it will start
on the high road to wealth beecause
Smith controls the appointments
instead of Jones; but those whose
publie position gives them a public
responsibility ought to know better.
The cheapest capital for a dema-
gogue is a virtuous profession, to be
used as a cateh-word; it is nota bad
sign that demagogues are compel-
led to assume virtuous professions,
but it is a very bad sign when the
people put faith in them, and it is
especially bard when real giiev-
ances and heavy losses, such as are
summed up .in the words “hard
times,” nre expected to disappear
before the cheap promiszes of a po-
litical quack. ‘Those who really
desire to formx a just appreciation
of the condition of the country,
would do well not to mix up poli-
ties with it; and those who do not
wish te deceive themszelves' about
the future will do well not to base
any hopes on relief coming from
politicians.—=8t. Louis Globe-Dem-
ocrat.
